ARMORED FIRE DOORS.

Consul Chureh Howe sends from Manchester the
follow!ng description of the armored door which
{s taking the place of the iron door in British
warehouses and factories:

«“Within the last few years a great change has
been taking place in the materials employed for
the construction of fire-resisting doors. Formerly
it was supposed that these doors must be mnde

of tron or steel, and although doors made of these
materials were often found useless, owing to their
liability to buckle, and consequently to tear them-
gelves from their fastenings when exposed to ex-
treme heat, it is only comparativ ely lately that a
really effective substitute has been discovered.
“Aithough the iron door is still made use of oc-
casionally in all classes of bulidings, and I under-
stand with comparative frequency in Manchester |
warebouses, one finds that in buildings des&x'xed
| for manufacturing purposes, and especially in tex-
| tile factories, the armored door is rapidly mk”xg
its place and giving satisfaction.
