rci'i to palm off a fake, and it is understood that
the bureau will be reorganized.

Then Mack Hurriedh/ "Kills" Ca-

nard About the President .
National rhairman Macks Democratic press bu-

reau, under the direction of Colonel Edwards,

issued yesterday a sensational canard about Presi-
dent Roosevelt preventing the calling of witnesses

in the insurance Investigation, and almost as soon
as it was made public frantic efTorts were made Is

"kill" the yarn. Colonel Edwards gave out the
matter, and in doing so assured the newspaper men
that chairman Mack authorized the story chair-
man Mack was not at headquarters at the time.

When lie heard < f what was going on h»- ordered
the story "cancelled."

• It Is the first Ihad heard of the story." said J
Mr.Mack. "I have ordered the stcry 'killed." and
will not assume responsibility for its circulation."

Before the story was withdrawn the usual ef-

forts of the newspaper offices to verify were under
way. Cornelius N. Bliss, at his country home in
New Jersey, told a Tribune representative that

the story was absolutely false. The weird narra-
tive referred to the disclosure before the Arm-

strong investigating committee of contributions by

insurance companies to Republican campaign
funds, and then asserted that Cornelius N. Bliss.
when asked by President Roosevelt to semi back

the money to the insurance companies, flatly re-
fused. The story then continued as fi'!o»s:

"Well. Mr. Bliss." Bald Mr Roosevelt, when he
saw him at Washington. "1 shall hay«? you <üb-

pa»naed by the Armstrong InveJtigating commit-
tee."

"Mr President." replied Mr. Bliss. "Ihave had
an honest and upright business career. Mv repu-
tation Is valuable to me lam getting to b« an
old man. and 1 do not intend to haxe, my reputa-
tion damaged at this time. If Iam BubpfSttSjec!
to give evidence in this matter before the Arm-
strong committee 1 shall take with me a memo-
randum Ihave locked In mv safe, in wnich the
names of corporations and Individuals are given,
with the amounts set opposite the names as to
what such corporations and individuals should
contribute to your campaign, and this memoran-
dum. Mr. President, is In your handwriting."

When Mr.Bliss was seen he said:
"There is absolutely no truth In th» narrative.

Nothing of the kind happened. The Mot> is made
out of whole cloth."

DEMOCRATS SPRISG FAKE

Secretary Ix>eh also said that the company had

received no privileges which any oth»r company

could not have obtained.
The President haa nothing to say regarding Sen-

ator Foraker's statement.

It is absolutely impossible to find any paper,
memorandum or letter of record in connection with

the granting of this pipe line privilege which show?
that President Roosevelt had anything whatever to

Interior Department officials say the department
was not a?ked by Senator James K. Jones, of
Arkansas, then chairman of the Democratic Na-
tional Committee, to overrule the acts of Se-cretary
Hitchcock In respect to the Prairie company pipe
line leases. So far as ls known at the department,

he did not appear as attorney for that company.

but as a representative of T. Barnesdall. si Pltts-

burg, whose interest was in oil well leases.
Barnosdall had obtained from the allottees the
right to drill over one hundred thousand acres of
land, which the department refused to confirm.
The rule that one allottee nhould have the right to

drill on only 4.800 acres was In that, as in al:

other cases, Insisted on. In this case. It is said at

the department, there was no difference of opinion

between Secretary Hitchcock and the President
Assistant Attorney General Woodruff, of the In-

terior Department, said:

So Evidence That President Over-

ruled Seeretan/ Hitchecek.
,Washington, Sept. 26.— Secretary Gar;l*ld of the

Interior Department made a statement to-day con-
cerning •\u25a0 the relations of ex-Secretary Hitch-
cock with the irsue of leases authorizing th*
Prairie Oil and Gas Company to lay pipe lines
through jIndian lands In Oklahoma. The records
of his. department, he declared, showed very
clearly, that Secretary Hitchcock simply complied

with an.act of Congress authorizing the construc-

tion of pipe lines. Nowhere, he declared, Is th?re
any record or other evidence that th~ President at

any time either overruled Mr. Hitchcock or was
at variance with htm in th? 'course he pursued In
the Issuance of these permits.

Mr. Garfleld declared that the d?partm»nt had

never discriminated against nor in favor of any

person cr corporation in the granting of these
leases, and that th/» Prairie OH and Gas Company

was dealt with exactly as were others who ap-

plied for the right to lay pipe lines. About twenty

permits to lay pipe lines have been granted by

the department in connection with th? Indian lands

in Oklahoma. Inno case, he said, had there been

any Interference with the laws of Oklahoma.
Secretary Garfleld added: "The statm»nt of

Governor Haskell that he protested against any

action of the Interior Department, implying that

the Interior Department was attempting to grant

a franchise in opposition to the rights of the State

of Oklahoma, is untrue, for no such protest was

ever received nor was the Interior Department at-

tempting to take any such action.
"

SECRETARY GARFIELDS STATEMENT.

Secretary Garfield's statement follows:

At no time has the Department of the Interior
granted any franchise to any corporation, as sug-

gested by Governor Haskell. over property or ter-

ritory under the Jurisdiction of the State of Okla-
homa or its political subdivisions. The permit,
given under the federal act and in conformity witn

regulations of the Interior Department was
simply a permit to use and occupy the Indianlands, and had no reference whatever to the right

of the holder of the permit, whether a corporation
or an Individual, to cross highways, to enter

cities or to cross or occupy the private land of

citizens of the state of Oklahoma who were not
the Indian wards of the government.

The Prairie Oil and Gas Company, under an act
of Congress which authorized the Secretary of the

Interior to grant a permit in the nature of an
easement on Indian lands to any persons cr cor-
porations to build pipe lines, telegraph and tele-
phone lines, obtained a lease from the Secretary

of the Interior. Inaccordance with that law Sec
retary Hitchcock adopted regulations. These regu-
lations required that the company should file its
plans, showing its proposed right of way. the
character of its work, and what lines it wished to
cross. It provided, furthermore, for every bit of
land occupied they should pay in accordance with
the value of the land taken, the appraisal for
which was made by the United States Indian
agent. Accordingly, every acre of land was prop-
erly paid for. either to the Individual allottee, if
it was allotted land, or to a tribe. IfIt was tribal
land.

These permits gave no right to the holder to
cross public highways or to occupy private lands,

but simply, in accordance with the terms of the
act of Congress, gave an easement over the Indian
lands, for which the United States was trustee for
the Indians. Secretary Hitchcock provided In the
regulations for such regulation and control of
these companies as to prevent any action being
taken which would be adverse to the rights of the
Indians, and all companies and persons were given

exactly the same permits, no discrimination being

mad" either for or against the Prairie Oil and Gas
Company.

Because of these regulations and further regu-

lations governing the control of wells and the
limitation of holdings In the hands of any Indi-
vidual or corporation to 4.JW acres, the oil condi-
tion in Oklahoma has been very satisfactory.
There has not been the fluctuation in oil prices
there that occurred in other fields under similar
conditions.

Since statehood, the Prairie Oil and Ga« Com-
pany made application for an Increase of th«» ca-
pacity of it" lines Into the Shoal Pool that neither
the Gulf nor Texas company could reach. Upon
the urgent application of all t:ie producers In
that pool the department gave to the prairie Oil
and Gas Company the right to lay it*pipes into
the Pool over Indian lands for which it was
trustee. This permit granted no right except
over the Indian lands. When that question was
up Governor Hm>kell telegraphed me under date
of April 22, 190«. stating:

"We want to harmonize with your official acts.
and therefore ask you to advise us if you claim
power to grant franchises to pipe lines Involving
the right of eminent domain In our state."

On April 23 Ireplied as follows:
"Igrant pipe lines nothing, whatever but per-

mits to cross or use restricted allotments and
tribal property. Iheartily concur with your de-
sire for complete harmony between federal and
state official acts."

LADEW WINS FROM MACKAY.

Support of Deposit Guarantee Plan
a Boomerang for Him.

Sept. 2«.— The guarantee of bank de-
posits, which Mr. Bryan is trying to make the

of both political faiths who are travelling to Den-
ver on the special train to attend the thirty-fourth
annual convention of th* American Bankers' Asso-
ciation.
It is generally known that the Bryan scheme has

found no support in Eastern financial circles, but
the impression has seemed to prevail that the
hankers of the South were not so averse to the ex-
periment.

On the special train is a delegation of about
seventy-five bank officers from various parts of the
South, most of whom are old line Democrats, but
The Tribune correspondent has been unable to find
even one to uphold the Bryan cause. These men
ref-jsod to support Bryan in I^9o, and in 1900, but
they might have don" so this time had it not been
for the deposit guarantee issue- .

A group of five of these Southerners were dis-
cussing the political outlook in their part of the
country this morning. One, the vice-president of
a large Virginia bank, summed up the situation
clearly when he said:

"A few months ago the belief was general among

the Gold Democrats of the South that Bryan had
really grown conservative, but since his espousal
of the deposit guarantee scheme there has been a
complete change in sentiment. We now s-ee that
his knowledge of economics is as faulty as it was
tveivi' years ago.

"

A member of a Baltimore bond house, who lias
just completed a business tour of his state, said:

•'Maryland is safe for Taft. The state is one of
the most conservative in the Union to-day, and no
candidate can carry it who fails to command the
rapport of the business men. These are almost
solidly opposed to Mr. Bryan's latest hobby."

The others expressed similar views and predicted

an unusually large vote for the Republican na-
tional ticket throughout the South, especially in
Tennessee and North <"aro!ina.
