STORE WRECKED.

Three Houses Riddled by Rock and |

Tenants Have Narrow Escapes.

A terrific blast of dynamite set off early last
Mhuuamh.mntlotbe-
tween Freeman and Jennings streets, in Vyse
fvenue, The Bronx, partly destroyed a store
&nd three houses in the neighborhood, fright-
ened a dozen persons into hysterics, injured a
boy. killed a dog and caused a horse to run
away and the subsequent destruction of a de-
livery wagon. J

The blasting is being done preparatory to the
laying of a foundation for a new tenement
house at No. 1431 Vyse avenue. Ever sinc
the work was started, on September 6, the
neighborhood has been in a state of terror and
houses have been showered with small rocks.
The blasting, which has been in charge of Pas-
quale Cratto, of No 404 East 35th street, has
been unusually heavy. and several complaints
had been made to the police before the heavy
charge of yesterday.

Mrs Catherine Baird keeps a drygoods store
&t No. 1432 Vyse avenue and lives over the store
with her sister, Mre. Margaret Christie, and the
latter's two daughters, Mrs. Elizabeth Michael-
son and Miss Margaret Christie, and a son,
Thomas Christie. When the announcement
was made that an extra big charge had been
put in the women retired to an upstairs room
with Thomas Christie, the boy, and Miss Erma
Goldnick, who lives across the way

The women huddied together in a rear room,
waiting for the explosion. It came with a shock
that almost threw them off their feet. Large
rocks tore through the windows, carrying with

them part of the framework and practically |

wrecking one side of the house. The stones
showered around the women, but fortunately
gll escaped injury.

Downstairs in the store large rocks had
wrecked the stock. A large plateglass window
in the front had been shattered and thce door
was torn from its hinges.

South of the store at No. 1430 Vyse avenue
live Richard Mansfield and his wife. Mrs. Mans-
field was at home when the warning was passed
around, and she went to the kitchen. A large
rock hit the window frame and entered the room
in which she was standing, although she was
fortunate enough to escape injury. Two pieces
©of stone tore clean, round holes in a wall of the
house and another took away the kitchen door.

Yyse avenue, which is adjacent to the vacant
jot where the blast was exploded, there was no
one in. The force of the explosion cracked the
foundations of the house, carried away two

chimneys and did considerable damage to the |

wails and plastering.

In Bryant street, one block east of Vyse ave- |
mue, there is a row of new houses. Practically |

all the windows in these were smashed and
rocks tore holes in the roofs.

In front of No. 1441 Bryant street was a horse !

attached to a delivery wagon. The animal was
hit by a small rock and became frighténed. It
dashed up the street and demoiished the wagon
by running into a post two blocks away.

The police are looking for Pasquale Cratto,
the sub-contractor, who is said to have had
charge of the blasting. The Bronx detective
bureau was informed, as was also the bureau of
combustibles. At a late hour last night Cratto
had not been arrested.

PROFESSOR FRANK PARSONS.

Roston, Sept 26 —Professor Frank Parsons,

of

Boston University, author, lawyer, lecturer and
sociologist, died to-day. .
Professor Frank Parsons was born at Mount

Holly, N. J., November 14, 1§54. In 1873 he was grad-
usted in the mathematical and engineering course
at Cornell. After engaging in railroad engineering
and teaching school he studied law and was ad-
mitted to the har in Boston. While practising this
profession he wrote text books for Boston publish-
ers and lectured on economics and sociclogy. From

1887 to 1800 he was professor of history and political |

science in the Kansas Agricultural College. Since
1542 he had been lecturer fu law at Boston UTniversity.
He was professor of political science and dean of
the Coliege of Liberal Arts in Ruskin University, in
Missouri, and director of the department of history
in the Bureau of Economic Research, Washington.

In 1901-02 he testified before the 1'nited States In- |

dustrial Commission on public ownership of rail-
roads. telegraphs and telephones He traveiled in
Europe and America studyving railroads and co-
operative institutions, and lectured in many cites

Professor Parsons was the author of a number of
works, including ““The World's Best Books,” “Our
Country's Need,” ““The Drift of Our Time,” “The
New Political Economy.,” *“The City for the Peo-
ple.” “The Story of New Zealand,” “The Rallways,
the Trusts and the Peopie.” and contributed to
many magazines. He belonged to many socleties
and was a member of the Twentieth Century Club.

STRIDES IN ELECTRICITY

THE ELECTRICAL SHOW.

Growth of the Lighting Industry in
a Quarter Century. .

In no industry, sclence or commercial pursult
have more rapid advances been made in the last
quarter of a century than in that of which electri-
city is the base. .Attsntion is strongly called 10
the achievements of electricity by the Electrieal
Show, which spers in Madison Square Garden next
week. This will prove a natable event in electrical
centres. There will be exhibited everything of an
electrical nature that is either useful or ornamental
or an aid t) the development of twentieth century
life in the hiome, in the factory, in the eity, in the
country, on land, on sea, beneath the ground, in
the air, at the bottom of the sea and on the tops of
the mountains. And with it all no one has yel been
able to tell what this great force is. That recalls
the story of Robert G. Ingersoll. whe, while lect-
uring on God, asked his hearers if anyvone had
ever seen God, and said that Christians were silly
to take on faith things taught in the Bible. “Tell
me who is God?” he thundered. “Tll answer that
question for you if you will first answer one for
me?" shouted a man in the audience. “What is
electricity ?”

Ingersoll could not give an answer. Nelther have
Edison, Bell, Brush, Weston, Thomson, Marconi,
Tesla and others been able to give an answer
| which satisfies. However, they handle this un-
known foree with ever increasing success. They
have accomplished much, but as vet this work is
in its infancy. and, while the world stands in awe
at their accomplishments, it realizes that more
{ wonderful things are yet to come: that the preface
| of the story is only ha'f told.
| Fifty vears ago the entire civilized world shouted
| its plaudits at the completion of the Atlantic cable.
!deay the world is girdled with cables, which
| flash the news and carry the messages of the com-
| mercial and industrial world to the uttermost parts
| of the earth. To-day the cable seems almost crude
| in comparison with the wireless telegraph. The
lﬂamos of the men who have devoted their energies
to electrical development will stand out in history
in golden letters, each in his own particular line,
but over and _above ail will be emblazoned that of
Thomas A. Béison, who has produced more prac-
tical results than any other man. As a conse-
quence the name of Edison is more strongly iden-
tified with electrical progress than any other. It
is known in the innermost recesses of the labora-
tory, in the financial centres, in all the marts of
trade and in the palace of the king, the home of
the poor. The resuits of his research and effort
have revolutionized the industrial world. With the
telephone the name of Bell is identified ; with trac-
tion, that of Sprague, but with lighting and power
Edison stands pre-eminent.

The history of the New York Edison Company is
the history of electric lighting and power. Taking
the period from 1882 to 1808, the growth of this
! branch of the industry stands out in an inspiring
| manner. In 1883 the first bill for metered current
| was collected by the company which operated a
is!atiun in Pear] street energizing about 400 lamps
| of 16-candlepower. Twenty-five years later 81,000
| meters indicated the current fed to 65,000 custom-
'ers using 6,000,000 lamps. The capacity of the elec-
| trie motors on its mains is equal to 186,000-horse-

power. Twenty-five yvears ago arc lighting was an
experiment, electro-plating was a small business
and electric traction did not exist. Not a single
electric motor was used for power, not a piece of
electric heating or cooking apparatus was in ser-
vice. The telephone was a troublesome infant.

{ In a quarter of a century the electric lighting
| industry has been developed with startling rapid-
!il_\'. Over $1.000,000,000 is invested in this line, 30,-
(00,000 incandescent lamps are connected with the
mains of the companies, 50,000 arc lights furnish
illumination for streets and factories and 150,000
motors, of 750,000-horsepower, turn the wheels of
mills and the varied industries. Electrical energy
from dynamos of more than 2,000,000-horsepower
capacity is fed to countless fan motors in offices,
| while an ever increasing amount iz being used in
heating and cooking. The electric traction industry
has grown from nothing until now more than
$4.000,000. 000 is invested in companies that earn $375,-
000,000 a vear. The telephone has made wonderful
strides, and strange it is that the oldest of all
these industries, the telegraph, has seen the least
progression.

These are the greatest pf the industries, but there
is hardly a thing in the universe that is not in
some manner associated with electricity either di-
rectly or indirectly. and received greater devel-
opment from its use. In the homes the rooms are
heated in winter by electric heaters that give off
ne dust or dirt, no smoke, no ashes, no deadly
gases, and are easy to regulate. In summer time
the motor driven fans coo! the house. In the
kitchen there is no further need for the stove,
with its uncertain oven, with its either too hot
or ton slow coals for breiling, for the electrie
cooking utensils do the work without dirt, with an
even temperature, and, best of all. are always
ready day or night. The growth of electric cook-
ing is going to be wonderful, and will prove a big
factor in solving the servant girl question. In the
‘smkmom. besides the heating and cooking appli-
ances, the electric current is used in many forms
for treatment of disease, and yvear by year the
value of “electric treatment’ is being more appre-
ciated.

In the home, be it in the densely populated city,
the sparsely settled town, the less populous coun-
try or the lonely ranch on some Western plain,
electric development has brought comfort and
pleasure, lightened labors and brought the most
distant in touch with the outside world. In busi-
ness electric energy has many phases. The elec-
tric sign flashes ouj the location of the theatre,
the store, the name of some firm or of some ar-
ticle for sale. It will not be denied, for its brill-
jancy cannot be passed by without a passing
thought. The electric sign also serves to lighten
thoroughfares and make for additional safety in
travelling streets by night. It is the beacon light
of publicity. In business the electric motor has
diminished the cost of production while adding to
the safety and quickness of operation. Electric
motors are being introduced into new fields almost
daily. They are in constant use in mills and
factories, and are alsh found in the equipment of
the modern farm or ranch miles from the city. It
does not matter how far, for the current can be
carried by wire to nearly every point. In the
clothing factory the sewing machines are operated
by motor, giving release from the former tread-
mill experience of the operative.

To supply the ever increasing demand for cur-
rent the New York Edison Company has heen en-
larging its plant, stations being distributed over a
large area. The latest are the Waterside stations
on the East River at 39th street. These are among
the largest power plants in the entire world. No.
1 has a generating capacity of 125,000 horsepower:
No. 2, 150,000 horsepower. The latter station contains
only steam turbines to drive the generators. With
the operation of these stations the high pressure
salt water service for use at fires became pos-
sible, 8o confident is the Edisgn company that it
can furnish absolutely reliable power that it has
agreed in its contract with the city to forfeit after
three minutes $00 a minute for every minute of
time that the power is off or below standard.

Recently the city officials of Yonkers inspected
this great station. One of the most interesting
features of the visit was the gquickness with which
those in chaige of the Waterside station responded
to an unexpected call for additicna! power. Just
as the party entered the station a thunderstorm
swept down upon the city, causing sudden dark-
ness, and within the space of a few minutes re-
guiring an increase upon the generating capacity
of more than 30.00-horsepower. The engines were
limmediately pluced in operation, and the current
so quickly and unexpectedly demanded Tlully gen-
erated without noise, eonfusion or change in the
supplying pressure upon the general system.

It was a notable object lessen to the city officers
making an investigation of this kind, for in no
other way could one of th> great fixed elements
of expense in rendering electric light and power
service be so well shown. This element is the
necessity of keeping encrmous power capacily In
reserve, oui of operation, and yet instantaneously
i available for sudden demands of this character.
! it became evident that a very large percentage of
{ the capacity of these great stations is in pro-
ductive operation only a few hours of each year.
In this instance the 30,005-horsepower, which a
half hour earlier would have been more nearly
100 00-horsepower, was placed in operation within
| a few minutes, and so continued less than a hult
§ hour, as the storm passed, and then was placed in
| reserve for the next storm to descend with equal

suddenness upcn the city.

l The Waterside stations have a capacity to fur-
nish current 1o 10,005,600 lamps on cuslomers’ prem-

jess. The magnitude of this blaze of light can
best he realized by comparison. The New York
Edison system would light about thirty Coney
Jslands, which is considered about as brilliant as
any sectjon in the world. Next to the show in
Madison Square Garden the Waterside stations
will be the mecca of visiting electricians.

RAIN IN THE WEST.

Drouth Broken—Cold Weather Fol-
lows Downpour.

YANKEE HELD ON JAGGED ROCK.

Divers Patching Cruiser’s Torn Hull and
Work of Lightering Continues.

Newport, R. 1., Sept. 26.—A detachment of thirty
seamen gunners, equipped with diving outfits, and
seventy naval apprentices from the Newport tor-
pedo station went to the stranded cruiser Yankee
at Spindle Rock to-day, and the divers immediately
set to work patching up as far as poessible that por-
tion of her hull which was torn when the cruiser
ran aground Wednesday. The conditions of the
last week continued to-day, the fog being even
denser than before, making movements among the
eight vessels which are alongside the Yankee dan-
gerous.

The work of lightering the eargo of the ecruiser
was continued to-day, the great quantity of coal
which she carried being removed on bhoard the
navai colliers Nero and Lebanon.

Chief Constructor Washington .. Capps and Con-
structor Grossbeck made to-day all the arrange-
ments for salvage and supervised the construction
of the cofferdam by which it is hoped to bring the
Yankee from her present dangerous position.

A naval officer who had just returned from the
stranded cruiser said to-day that tha vessel was
held on a jagged rock about ten feet off her port
bow. Last night there was a heavy sea and the
Yankee pounded heavily, adding considerably to
the damage that has already been sustained. The
salving operations have necessitated a lightening
of the Yankee about the stern, and this has
disclosed that several more frames have been
smashed. E

The submarines which sailed for Cuttyhunk last
Sunday to participate in extensive manceuvres in
company witn the Yankee have returned to Nar-
ragansett Bay for further orders.

Chief Constructor Capps has called for two more
lighters from theWNewport coaling station to be
used in the work of taking out stores, ammunition
and batteries. One thousands barrels of cement
reached the scene of the wreck this afternoon from
New York. It 1s for use in the construction of a
cofferdam about the cruiser.

Battleship’s Guns Boom as Young

A monument dedicated to the soldlers of the
Ameriean Revolution was unveiled at Fort Lee
yesterday afterncon. Miss Grace Burdette, a
granddaughter of Peter Burdette, who rowed
Washington acrose the Hudson from Fort Wash-
ington when he was retreating from the battle of
Long lsland, pulled the cord thnt‘,unveiled the
memorial.
