Object to Corporation's Closing Transfer

Th<=re was considerable criticism in Wall Street

Brokers
complained that this action meant the probable

payment of dividends to persons who no longer

owned the stock, inasmuch as they had sold their

certificates since the books last closed.
The committee on securities of the Stock Ex-

change held a meeting Immediately after the open-

ing of the market, and ruled that all transactions

in Distillers' Securities Corporation stock and Dis-
tilling Company of America preferred stock made
prior to October 1 and settled on that date and

afterward must carry a due bill for the dividends

declared by the two companies.

BROKERS CRITICISE DISTILLERS.

National Bank cf Commerce Sold Collateral

Stocks After Brokerage Finn Failed.
Neilson Olcntt, cashier of the National Bank of

Commerce, was a witness yesterday before Peter
B. Olney, referee in bankruptcy, at the hearing
of special creditors of T. A. Mclntyre & Co. Mr.
Olcott testified that the hank lent $2^0.000 to th«

Mclntyre concern on April 22, the day before the
failure of the brokerage firm.

The National Bank of Commerce accepted the
collateral offered by T. A. Mclntyre & Co.. allow-
ing the usual privilege of substituting other col-
lateral. The $200,000 was In the form of a certified
check. The loan was for ninety days at 4 per
cent interest.

When the account- of the firm, with the bank
was maae out on April24 it was found that there
was a cash balance or only $11,924 83 to the credit,

of Mclntyre & Co. This, said Mr. Olcott, was
applied to the loan, and the bank sold enough

collateral stocks to cover it and give a surplus of
$C1',177 62. which. is now in the bank subject to the
order of the Federal Court. The witness said the
bank* had not sold any stocks for which claim.
was made on the receivers after such claim
had been made.

The next hearing will be held on Tuesday morn-
ing.

TELLS OF MTNTYRE LOAN.

Joseph E. Raasdell, president of the National
Rivers and Harbors Congress, in his address de-
voted particular attention to the necessity of im-
proving inland waterways.

The banker who has been successful under the

oldtime conditions by reason of lons training and
conservative ability Is placed by this guarantee
on a level with any beginner. The influences by
means of which he has been able to induce, keep
and enlarge deposits become at once useless. There
willbe only one way left to increase deposits for
him under the new regime, namely, by undue In-
dulgences.

THE BUSINESS OUTLOOK.
An address on '"Business Conditions in New York"

was made by Bradford Rhodes, president of the
First National Bank of Mamaroneck. N. V.. and
vice-i-reEident of the American Bankers' Associa-
tion for the 3tate of New "v-Ork. He said. in part:

To illustrate the trend of business activities in
New York, a large Broadway establishment only
the other day leased two additional stores ad-
joining their present premises, to "be improved and
added to the main store The bead of the con-
cern, speaking of the lease, said in regard to the
business situation: "Tiie outlook If most encour-
aging. We are on the verge of tlie greatest period
of prosperity that this country ever has experi-
enced. Money is a drug. The crops are good.
with a >-ig market abroad and the Presidential
question practically settled."

This opinion of the business outlook, in my
judgment, harmonizes with the prevailing senti-
ment among conservative business men in the
city of New York and throughout the state.
"Wholesalers and jobbers say tha. there never
was a time when the stocks of merchandise were.
as low as at present. Although economies have
been practised, consumption lias gone on. The
purchasing power of the people was never greater
than it is just now. and it muf=t be conceded that
the time is ripe for a great expansion in general
activity.

CHICAGO GRAIN AND PROVISIONS.
Chicago, Oct. I.—Reports of continued active de-

mand for flour In the Northwest and of a decreased
acreage sown to wheat in the Southwest Imparted
strength to-day to the local wheat market, closing
quotations being up %c to %c to Sc, compared with
yesterday's fina! quotations. Corn and oats closed
Arm, and provisions were steady.

Although trade in the wheat pit was only of mod-
erate volume, the market was firm all day and
closed near the highest point. One of the principal
factors in the situation was the strength of the
Northwestern markets in the face of the continued
heavy movement of the new crop. Arrivals to-day at
.Minneapolis and Duluth wore 1,355 cars, against 651
cars a year ago. and stocks at Minneapolis were
reported to have Inereaswl 2,000,000 bushes in the
la/?t rive days. This heavy movement to the North-
western markets was offset by brisk demand for
flour at Minneapolis, where sales of lJi,u«.M barrels
mere said to have be*>n made overnight. The mar-
ket was affected to some extent by estimates of the
quantity of wheat already marketed in the North-
west, some claiming that from 45 to 50 per cent
had already left the. farms, but more conservative
figures placed the amount at not over 30 per cent.
A number of reports were received to-day relating
to a decreased acreage sown to wheat in the South-
west. and one report asserted that this year's acre-
age will be 25 per cent less than that of list year,
which was the smallest on record. Kxport busi-
ness here was practically at a standstill, but sea-
board reported sales of twelve boatloads. Clear-
ances of wheat and flour were equal to l,4»0.(<"0
bushels, which is almost the record for a sjnsle
day. Primary receipts were 2,046,000 bushels, com-
pared with 1.063.000 bushels the correspond] flay a
year ago. Minneapolis, Duluth and Chicago im-
ported receipts of 1.403 cars, compared with 1.113
cars last week and 739 cars a year ago.

Corn was strong all day. owing to active ship-
ping demand for the cash grain. Eastern buyers,
who had held off to await the finis); of the Septem-
ber deal, were lively bidders, and prices at the
sample tables advanced 4c4c to He above yesterday's
level. The strength of the cash grain was felt
especially by the October delivery, which ndvajiced

to 77c. after opening at 74^c The market was also
strengthened by numerous reports of damage Ijr
the recent frost. The close was strong, with prices
up V»c to ISc, compared with the previous elope.
Local receipts were 143 cart, with 44 cars of con-
tract grade.

An improved demand for the cash grain *as also
a bullish factor in the oats market, a strong tone
prevailing throughout the entire day The demand
for cash oats was largely by shippers, ho were
willing to pay *-ie more than was paid /eater dr.
Shorts were fair buyers of December and May. and
this helped to maintain price? at a higher level.
The market closed firm, and only a trifle r^iow the
highest point. lycc^il receipts were 231 cars.

Provisions were a trifle easier early in the day en
renewed liquidation of October deliver!" but fal-
lied ter on a brisk general demand. Smaller re-
ceipts of live hogs at Western packing centres in-
spired part of the buying. The market closed
steady, with prices 5c lower to I2^c higher.
