Nezc Lam Mokes Early Registration
Especially Desirable.

This la the first day of registration to enable one
to vote at the coming election. It is more impor-

tant this year than ever before that all who wish• to vote on November 3 should attend to their duty

of registering at tlw first possible opportunity. This
Is because of the added formalities In the act of
registering required under the new law. which is to

go into effect for the first time.
It is highly important that as many persons as

possible get their names on the registry bocks to-
day, that the work of the registry clerks may not
be unduly heavy on the latter days of registration.
Any one In Manhattan or The Bronx may learn
where his place of registry is by looking at the lists
In the advertisements of the Board of Elections
published in this issue of The Tribune.

The polls willbe open to-day from 7 a. m until
10 p. m., and between the same hours to-morrow
and Saturday. October 10, and Monday. October IC.

President Parsons cf the Republican County
Committee has called attention to the new require-
ments of the election law in regard to registry aa
follows:

Either «ign the registry list, or. Ifunable to writ*
for any reason, answer the following questions:

What Is your true name?
What is or was your father's foil name?
What Is or was your mother's full name?
What Is your occupation?
(a) What is the name of your present employer?
(b)If unemployed, what is the name of your last

employer?
Where is or wan his place of business?
Are you married or single?
Where did you actually reside Immediately prior

to taking up your present residence (state floor and
character of premises)?

It will take longer to register than eve before.
but President Parsons Mars: "It is the .iirty of
good citizen* to protect the ballot from fraud, arid
the changes in the law were made to keep down
the large amount of false registration end voting
that Tammany has been carrying on."

A person is qualified to vote if he Is a-trftlzen of
the United States, has lived in the stale one year.
In the county four months and in the election dis-
trict thirty days prior to the day of election.

Under the new law persons who vote are to have
preference over the non-voters in the matter of
Jury service. In drawing Juries hereafter the
drawings are first to be made from a box contain-
ing the names of non-voters. Only after this box
is exhausted will names be drawn from the box
with the names of those who voted at the last
flection.

Democrats do not like the new identification law.
as they fear it will prevent the casting lf thou-
sands of votes they have polled hitherto.
It has been reported that Tammany Hall might

issue Instructions to many of its men to dec.are
their inability to write, so that the long list of
identification questions would have to be answered,
delaying the progress of the work.
Ifthis is done itmay mean a congestion of per-

sons desiring to register at the end of the last day.
Although the law specifies that all persons who
have presented themselves In line for registry be-

fore the hour of closing the polls must be reg-

istered before the book* are closed, many persons
might become impatient at a long wait in line and
go away without registering on the last day.

To be absolutely sure of getting one's name on
the books it would be well for him to register to-

day, or, if that is impossible, to-morrow. To put it
off until the last day involves uncertainties.

that the amendments will enable him to prevent

When not in use copies of the registry books are

in the custody of the lessors of the polling places.

This is more important this year-than ever before, j
because of the additional records they maintain and

the possibility that some one might take tracings

of the signatures and tamper with the identification

records.
Superintendent L»ary. therefore, is sending out

notices to all lessors of polling places calling atten-

tion to the law. which makes it a felony to "alter,

mutilate, destroy or remove from the place of regis-

tration the public copy of such registration." The
lessors are cautioned to use the greatest care in
permitting the use of the books by others than duly

Deputy Controller ofNational Treas-

ury on Bank Guarantee.
[From The Tribune Bureau.!

Washington, Oct. 4.—T. P. Kane. Deputy Con-
troller of the Treasury, replies to criticisms of
the interview published In The Tribune on Sep-
tember 8. in which ho dealt with the impractica-
bility of guaranteeing- bank deposits. The chief
criticism of Mr. Kane's position was in regard to
his statement that the stockholder la as "much en-
titled to protection as the depositor "if banks are
to be required to guarantee one another's liabilities
or th« government is going into the insurance busi-
ness." Mr. Kane says:

Exception has been taken to this position on the
ground that the stockholders are virtually the
bank, and therefore are not on th* aamt< footing
with the depositors. It is claimed that as they
select th« directors and the directors select the
managing officers. if the bank is mismanaged they
have it within their power to change the board,
and through the board effect a change in the man-
agement and thus protect their own interests.
This is true in theory, but not In practice.

The impression seems to prevail that the capital
stock of banks is owned largely by the directors
and officers and a few shareholders. Any one who
has inspected the lists of stockholders in national
banks knows that in a large majority of cases the
stock Is very widely distributed, and that the board
of directors and managing officers own only a
small proportion of the total shares. In many
instances the directors own only the minimum
number of shares that the law requires them to
hold, which in national banks is five or ten shares
each, according to the amount of the bank's cap-
ital.

The annual report of the Controller of the Cur-
rency for 1904 shows that on July 4, lf*4, the num-
ber of shareholders in the national banks then in
operation was 3U,ZK. Of this number IM.[TH were
women. Th* number of shares held was 5.534,404,
of which 1.558.448 shares were owned by women.
The average par value of these shares was $87 23.
On' July 4, 1504, the date of these returns, there
wore 5.35S national banks in active operation. To-
day there are 6.870, and it may safely be assumed
that the number >\u25a0' stockholders and the number
of shares held by each havo increased in the fame
ratio.

These stockholders, as a rule, are people of lim-
ited means, who have accumulated a few hundred
dollars by dint ofeconomy and self-denial. Widows,
orphans and estates are very largely represented.
While such investments represent part of a bank's
working capital, BO far as the stockholder is con-
cerned they really partake of the nature of sav-
ings. The depositor may draw out his funds at
any time Th«? stockholder cannot always find a I
ready buyer for his stock when he wants to dispos"* I
of it Shareholders of this class have no more
voice in th-? management of the hank and know
nothing more of Ita ctadlttou than the depositor.
At annual elections of directors they usually vote
by proxy, and depend entirely upon the directors
and managing officers to su conduct the bank's
affairs as to yield a small profit on their invest-
ment. If the capital of the bank becomes im-
paired by losses or insolvency ensues they are
liable for an assessment to the par value of their
stock holdings.
Ifwe are going into the business of insuring in-

vestments, why not protect the stockholder of this
class as •,\u25a0...\u25a0 p.- the depositor? Why discriminate
between them? The losses to stockholders In such
of the failed national banks as have been finally
liquidated since the beginning of the national sys-
tem amount to about {65.802,094, or over 110 per cent
of the total capitalization of «uch banks. This

VOTER MUST SIGX SAME.

REGISTER EARLY

Socialists Rave Over Their Candidate
at the Hippodrome.

Greeted by about four thousand of hi* followers
as he pulled into the Grand Central Station on hi?
"Red Special." Eugene V. Debs. Socialist candi-
date for the Presidency, struck the city yesterday
afternoon with the force of a young cyclone. The
crowd which met him paid no heed to the special
policemen and swept them by in a wild rush to
reach its leader. Debs went to the Grand Union
Hotel with the mob at his heels. Finally the re-
serves had to be called out to clean out the cor-
ridors of the hotel. At the station women were
thrown down and trampled on. clothes were torn
and several persons were Injured.

The Socialist leader made two speeches, on* nt
the American Theatre and the other at the Hip-
podrcme. where the audience sat for five hours
waiting for his arrival. More than seven thousand
persons gathered in th« Hippodrome to hear the
candidate, and when he mounted the platform
there was a wild scene of enthusiasm. For fifteen
minutes the crowd roared and waved red flags in
utter abandon.
Inhis address the candidate paid his respects to

the old parties, charging them with responsibility
for all the ills of the country. He savagely at-
tacked Roosevelt, Bryan and Taft, to the evident
delight of the crowd. which invariably cheered his
digression to personalities.

"Roosevelt is the enemy of the working class."
he said. "When he graduates from the White
House and goes to the jungles of Africa he can do
the country an inestimable service by staying there.
It will be the only thing he ever did for his coun-
try."

Bryan was denounced on account of his affilia-
tions with Roger Sullivan. Charles F. Murphy and
other Democratic leaders.
"Ifyou are a worklngnaan you are as sadly out

of place in the Republican party as John D. Rocke-
feller would be in the Socialist party." said Debs.
"The old parties tell you that Socialism would
bring you down to a dead level of degradation;
you are already there. They say it would destroy
your Individualism; you have none. When a capi-
talist wants help he advertises for a hand.' They

want 'hands.' they don't want heads. You have
boycotted your brains."

Then the Socialist leader turned on the two big
parties and their candidates, saving:

The Republican party is dominated by the big
capitalists, who are relatively few In number. The
Democratic party Is dominated by a large number
of mall capitalists. But they are all capitalists.
As a worklngman. It does not matter to you In the
least if you are exploited of what you produce by
a single big capitalist or by a hundred small ones.
What does it matter to you ifyou are swallowed
by an alligator or devoured by a swarm of mos-
quitoes?

The fact is. none of you has a job which you
can call your own. The Republican party frankly
tells you that nothing can be done for you. The
Democratic party promises to guarantee only your
bank deposits. How many of you workingmen are
lyingawake at night worrying over your bank de-
posits? You are looking for a master: looking for
a job. The politicians call you sovereign citizens,

Hut think of the sovereign looking for a job. The
Socialist party is the only party that will guaran-
tee you a job.

As for Mr. Bryan, he i"one of the most pathetic,
f.jrures In the world to-day. Once a whole-hearted
and virile advocate of justice, he now finds himself
affiliated with all the corruption that distinguishes
politics. He is suffering just what any man must
suffer •who compromises with capitalism. He ap-
pears to be on the brink or a mental and physical
breakdown, and his plight Is pitiable.

Tammany, too, was Included In the general ex-
coriation. "Tammany Is the vilest and most cor-
rupt political organization on the American conti-
nent." he Mid. "'lt 1? a political leper. Itextorts
money for its maintenance, from fallen women. And
it is with this organization and its proceeds of
shame that Bryan has compromised. He has had

Eire th« Presidency, Iwould not accept the office
at such a cost."

The candidate's speech at the American Theatre
\u25a0was much shorter, but along the same lines. Yes-
terday morning Debs spoke in Schenectady and
Po-ghkeepsie. He leaves the city this morning- for

Boston and other New England cities.
Debs did not attend the dinner which some five

hundred Socialist* gave him last night at Kalil's

restaurant. No. 558 Broadway. Mrs. Rose Pastor
Stokes appealed for money for "The Evening Call,"

the Socialist newspaper, and she started the ball
rolling by tossing a pearl stickpin into the hat,

imploring other women to uo likewise. One woman
gave a. handsome gold and jewelled bracelet and a
few others guv* small rings and stickpins.
