It should he noted that Congress 'eft the
President and the Secretary absolutely no power
or fluty with regard to the lease except thai the
President was directed to "determine the royalty
to be paid for oil." Congress determined the
fact that there was to be a lease and also deter-
mined the area of the lease and the term for
which it wa« to run. At that time it was not
known or believed thai the lessee wai allied to
the Standard Oil Company, and the Department
of the lute ior has no reason to believe that
there is now such alliance, but it has no certain
knowledge as to this matter, which so far as the
department is concerned is wholly immaterial.
as In any event the Secretary of the Interior
would treat all oil companies exactly alike so
long as they obeyed the laws. Moreover. In this
particular case the department had power to do
nothing except recommend to the President the
r«te of royalty.

The Commissioner of Indian Affairs Investi-
gated the question of what would be a reasonable
and adequate royalty for oil. and recommended
to the Secretary an increase from 10 to 12 1^» per

rent. The Secretary approved this report and
forwarded it to the President en June 3, 1908.
The President on the 'same date approved the
recommendation of the Secretary, and thus fixed
the royalty of l:.' l^ per cent instead of 10 per
cent.

It is to be noted that this was an in. ease of
In per cent over the royalty in force before that
time: also that at li.at time and until May 1.
lftftß. the rate allowed for leases in the five civ-

WHITMORE CASE WITNESS ARRESTED.

Young Woman Who Lived with Couple Will
Testify at Second Trial.

With the arrest of Mrs. Lottie Carroll, aged

nineteen years, on a petit larceny charge, Brook-
lyn detectives learned yesterday that they had in
custody a long-wanted witness in the I>«na Whit-
more murder c%ae. Mrs. Carroll, wife of John
