The two men, Dr. Niemeyer
2nd Hans N. Herdemann, were rescued by the
steamer Prinz Wilhelm, which was passing.

The aeronauts were landed at Edinburgh this
morning, and immedlately started for home by
way of Lonéen. The point where they were
picked up is ten miles from Helgoland.

There had been great anxiety regarding the
gate of the Busley.

There are the Plauen and the Herge-
sell, which started on Monday in the endurance

The Busley also made a distance greater by
800 kilometres than that of the Banshee, but
was disqualified on account of the fact that it
descended in the water.

Physician Who Swallowed Aconite by Mistake
Pays Death Penalty, However.

Philadelphia, Oct. 15.—Dr. Howard G. Neiman,
a resident physician at the Philadelphia
for Incurables, died at the institution to-day
from aconite poisoning, after having assisted his
associates in a remarkable effort to save his

FATALITY LIST SMALL.

P. S. C. Reports 29 Fewer Deaths
than in September a Year Ago.

Last month there were only thirty-four per-
sons killed in street railway accidents in the
greater city, a decrease of twenty-nine compared
with the same month a year ago.'
