DEAD MAN DEFAULTER
H. I. Judson & Co. Robbed of $30,-
000 by Late Manager.

The Stock Exchange firm of H. 1. Judson & Co.,
of No. 9 Broadway, have discovered a defalca-
tion of $30,000 by their late manager and book:
keeper, Henry L. Saltonstall, who died on Septem-
ber 12 at his home in Elizabeth, N. J. Warren B.
Nash, one of the members of the firmn, said last
night that Saltonstall had been a trusted employe
of the firm for tweive years, and that up to the
time of his deatn they had no suspicion that any-
thing was wrong with his accounts.

When a new manager was appointed and the
books were gone over shortages were discovered.
Expert actountants were then put to work, and
their investigation showed that the former man-
ager had taken altogether $30,000. Mr. Nash sald
that Saltonstall had lost all the money in specula-
tion, and had nothing at the time of kLis death.
The firm, he said, would pocket its loss and would
take no action looking toward restitution. Sal-
tonstell was a widower, but left two young chil-
dren.

The firm of H. I Judson & Co. is composed of H.
I. Judson and Warren B. Nash, both of whom are
members of the New York Stock Exchange. The
present partnership has existed since January 1,
1800. The firm does a large speclalty business and
bears an excellent reputation.

This is the second large defalcation that has
taken place in a Stock Exchange house within a
month. On Beptember 1§ it was reported that
Lehman A. Cooper, manager of the branch office
of E. R. Chapman & Co., at Fifth avenue and 84th
street, had forged the indorsement of the firm on
checks aggregating $30,000, which he had then de-
posited to his personal account with a trust com-
pany. When the forgeries were discovered Cooper
had disappeared and he has not yet been found.
Before going he drew out almost his entire balance
from the trust company.

There have been two other misappropriations of
large sums by employes of Stock Exchange firms
within the last year. The first was in October, 1907,
in the firm of James H. Oliphant & Co., the senior
member of which was shot and killed two months
later by a customer who had suffered heavy losses
in the stock market. George H. Brouwer, the man-
ager of the firm, was arrested for the larceny of
$2,750, the allegation beilng that he had used funds
belonging to a broker having & desk in the Oli-
phant offices. Other irregularities were discovered,
which brought the firm's total shertage up to
about $100,000.

The other case was In the office of Edey, Brown
& Sanderson, whose manager, James Haslam, was
arrested on November 21, 137, on the specific
charge of taking. a check for %00 from his em-
ployers. According to the police, the total amount
taken by him epproximated $20,000.

Naval Officer Says Prisoner Used His Name

on Telegram Asking for Loan.
