CONFIDENT OF NEW Y.ORK.

President’s Visitors Predict Taft and

i Hughes Victory.
E [Fron: The Tribuné Bureau.]
5 Washington, Oct. 17.—New York visitors to

the White House grow more confident every day
as to the outcome in that state. Paul Morton,
who conferred with the President to-day for
several hours, said on departing that he saw
nothing to worry about. *“Not only in New York,
but elsewhere, the situation is rounding to in
good shape,” he said. “There are some com-
plications in various directions, it is true, but
out of these will come a great victory for the
Republicans. I cannot see the possibility of any
other result. Taft and Hughes are both gaining
ground in New York and are sufficiently well
ahead to be able to see victory.”

F. G. Belsito, of Brooklyn, told the President
to-day he had been all over New York, and felt
absolutely confldent as to the outcome. So did
Thomas Grimes, of New York, who accompanied
him. Captain Cassilly Cook, an officer of the
Taft-Hughes Lawyers’ Clubs in New York, an-
other visitor, was positive in his forecast of Re-
publican victary. “As to Mr. Taft,” he said,
“there has never been any doubt among good
students of the game. As to Mr. Hughes,
whatever doubt has existed is passing away.
The personal abuse of Hughes, such as is being
carried on by none too creditable interests in
New York, is doing the Republican candidate for
Governor much good, and will insure his elec-
tion.*
