Powell says that after killingRankin a vote

was taken regarding the disposition which was

to be made of Taylor.

mation by the New Madrid liend earthquake of
ISlii has been known far and wide for its in-
exhaustible supply of game, fish and ducks.

The lawyers also obtained from a recent legis-

lative session a blanket charter, barring all per-

sons from fishing or hunting on the lake. This
aroused bitter hatred among the dwellers

around the lake, whose scanty incomes were al-

most entirely derived from their sales of fish

and game apd from their pay as guides to for-

eign sportsmen, who have come from Europe

and as far away as Canada.
Fearing trouble Captain Rankin and Colonel

Taylor had remained away from the vicinity

of the lake for some time. Recently, however,

they heard that the feeling against them had
somewhat subsided. There were some legal

papers at Walnut I»g which needed attention,

and the attorneys went there yesterday to see

about them.
Mr. Tiylor was th* father of the Vanderbilt

football "star." Hilsman Taylor, who mar-

ried Miss Katherine Taylor, the daughter if

Senator Robert U Taylor, last fall. Captain

Rankin, who was a prominent lawyer at Tren-
ton, was captain of a military company ln the

Spanish-American War and served in the Cuban
campaign.

Governor Patterson of Tennessee has posted a
reward of $TO,(X)O, and more will be offered by

the families, for the arrest and conviction of the
lynchers. Heavily armed posses have been hur-

ried to the lake.

Stlmson for the prosecution. Of the many inter-

esting disclosures, not the least was the fact
that "matched orders" were daily resorted to by

»v pool brokers.
It was also brought out that Mr.Morse made

use of fifty-ntne prominent brokerage houses,

•with which he carried 111 separate accounts,

•while he was manipulating the two "ice pools,"

from June. lSOfi, to October, 1907. Among the

best known of the New York Stock Exchange
- houses which carried the "ice pool" accounts

were John Wallace & Co.. the specialists in

American Ice Securities Company stock; Al-
bert Loeb & '"\u25a0- Raymond, Pynchon & Co.,

Charles G. G3tes & Co.. Rogers &Gould, brokers

for the late Charls T. Barney; Hornblower &

Weeks. Tefft, Wallace & Co.. Sheanson. Hammlll
&Co.. and Charles H. De Witt &Co. Mr.Morse,

as pool manag'-r, carried anywhere from one to

ten separate accounts with each of the pool

brokers.

Thomas Sturgis, of No. 100 Broadway, presi-

dent of the Continental Finance Company, was

called to the witness stand by the prosecution

to tell about I.OUO shares of Ice stock which

his company bought from Mr. Morse or from

the pool in February. 1907. at $t>7 OS a share,

or a total of $67,080. The company paid $7,080

in cash to Mr. Morse and gave its note for

$00000, the balance of the purchase price

Morse kept the 1.000 shares of Ice stock as

collateral and discounted the note with the

National Bank of North America. The stock,

however, was first transferred on the books of

the American Ice Securities Company to the

name of the Continental Finance Company,

which company collected the accruing dividends

on the stock. \u0084

During the same period the record of the Stock
Exchange showed the total number of transac-

tions in Ice to be 179.499. Morse's purchases
that month exceeded his sales by 13,300.
'

The April totals showed purchases of 145.300
shares and sales of 145,000 charged to Mr.

Morse's account, or a net charge of three hun-
dred, more shares purchased than sold. The
Stock Exchajipre recorded 304,113 shares of Ice
dealt in for that month. InMay 10S.000 shares
were purchased and 80,000 sold, while in June
17,900 shares were bought, as against sales of

MOO shares.

RABIES FROM WOMAN.

Kroonland Passengers Witness Stab-
bing and Suicide.

Passengers on the Kroonland. which arrived from
Antwerp yesterday, witnessed a desperate fight be-

tween two steerage passengers, followed by the
stabbing of one and the suicide of the other. The
vessel was in the English Channel, when two Dig
Luxemburgers, Helnrich MUller and Nicholas
Trausch. surrounded by hundreds of fellow pas-
sengers, started an argument.

MUller drew a knife, and the uproar brought out

the first cabin passengers. From the promenado

deck they watched, 'ike an audience at \u25a0 gladiato-

rial combat, the two men fight. MUller wi«lded his

knife furiously, while Trnusrh grabbed h s arm.
Finally, with one great effort. Miiller wrenched
his arm free and sank the steel blade Into Trausch'*
breast. Trausch dropped to the deck in a pool of
blood, and MUller with a shriek yanked himself
free from the man who had grabbed him. Jumped
up on the starboard gunwale, poised himself for
a. second and leaped into the sea.

The Kroonland was turned about and a lifeboat

quickly lowered. Several other vessels were near

by. and a steamer had a lifeboat going to the

rescue almost as soon as did the Kroonland. But

Miiller. after escaping the wash of th« Kroonland's
propeller, turned, and with powerful *trok»-s swam
away from the pursuing boats. When he saw they

were gaining on him he raised one arm In the air

and deliberately sank to his death, evidently be-
lieving he had killed Trausch. The knife had
glanced on one of Trausch's ribs and inflicted only

a light wound, though Dr. Wigny. the ship's sur-
geon, said It waa a close call for his heart.

Trausch quickly recovered. He said he had never
