revenue of $3,455.830, a derr»a=e. of $369,410 from
the preceding year. After tajce?. there, was a bal-
ance of $3,127,243. to which was a<Med miscella-
neous income of $891,607. Interest and rentals
were $2.5a2.623 and deficit, after dividends. $115,-
334, against a surplus In the preceding year of
$415.045. The credit balance in profit and loss ac-
count, as of June 30. was $980,975. The funded
debt decreased In the year $15,000, and the re-
funding operations resulted in a net reduction in
Interest charges of $53,020. The general increase
In rates of pay of nearly all classes of employes
made la the latter part of the preceding year and
in the early part of the last fiscal year created an

increase of $191000 in the cost of operations, the
ratio of increase being 4.55 per cent. The com-
pany owns securities of the par value of $16,337,-
297 and a book value of $15,080,866.

The credit balance Inprofit and loss account, as

value. The cost of maintenance of equipment
amounted to 54.607,461. There was no" cHange in th«
amount or stock Issued and outstanding, while Tb.9
funded debt increased $12,370,415. Tha total amount
of equipment bonds and notes outstanding June 31
was $17,668,682. The nurnbar of passengers carried
in the year Increased 13 per cent, but revenue frcm
passenger traffic decreased as a result of compul-
sory reduction of rates.

of 5315. Other income amounted to J1.4T3.552.
After taxes, charges, rentals and depreciation there
was a balance of $108,930. From this amount, plus
the surplus of the year before of $1,478,753, there
were deducted dividends on the preferred stock,
leaving balance surplus of $1,357,749. Th« report
cays that the revenues from freight and pawenger
traffic were materially diminished by the state

legislation reducing the rates of transportation, by
the failure of crops, and also by the financial and
business depression which prevailed, in tho last
six months of the last fiscal year.
