The
majority of the games from now on will put the
teams which are fighting for the so-called cham-
pionship to the full test, and on these games will
depend the final placing of the elevens. Princeton
will take the field against Dartmouth in this city on
Saturday, and a2 week later must NHpe up against
Yale for the ali-important game of the season for
the Tigers. Harvard must face the Carlisle Indians,
Dartmouth and Yale in turn on succeeding Satur-
days, while Yale must line up against Brown,
Princeton and Harvard. It means a veritable feast
of football for iovers of the sport.
