+he Emperor formally on the subject was put to
the bouse, the government majority did not hes-
tate 10 te against it.

hancelior von Bfilow listened unmoved to the
mersonal attacks, only leaving the house for a
Jhort time to attend the sitting of the Prussian
Cabinet,

Baron von Kiderlen-Wichter's defence of the

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BULGARIANEAR REVOLT

ATTACKS ON NEW CZAR.

Violent Speeches in Assembly
Against Ferdinand’s Rule.

Sofia, Nov. 11.—A flerce republican demonstra-
tion in the National! Assembly to-day marked
the debate on the address in reply to the roval
message. The Cabinet failed to control its own
supporters, and several members of the govern-
ment's majority delivered the most viclent at-
tacks upon Emperor Ferdinand ever heard
within the walls of the Assembly. The growing
infiuence of the Crown was denounced as disas-
trous to the liberties of the people, and the min-
isters were warned that the nation was in no
mood to pay so dearly for the new crown or to
suffer its interests to be jeopardized for the
gratification of monarchical ambitions.

There were frequent interruptions and cries of
“Treason!™ The presiding officer and the min-
isters exhausted every means to silence the
speakers, but the Houss gave them a sympa-
thetic hearing.

M. Nakoff, representing the Plevna constitu-
ency, said that Bulgarian independence should
have been in the direction of a republic, not a
monarchy. The Crown, he "sald, was a far
greater danger to popular institutions than fic-
titious vassalage to Turkey.

M. Sideroff said that constitutional govern-
ment in Bulgaria had been a fiction for many
vears. Prince Ferdinand had usurped the en-
tire conduct of external affairs and almost en-
tirely that of internal affairs, reducing the min-
isters to a position of puppets. The establish-
ment of the new crown had been engineered at
heavy expense to national interests, the aliena-
tion of the confidence of the powers, the loss of
the best market for Bulgaria's agricultural and
industrial preducts. Turkey, and the probable
depletion of the treasury for payment of com-
pensation to Turkey. The ministers had vio-
lated the constitution in sanctioning the royal
title, which only the Grand Sobranje had power
to award.

A group of twenty-three Deputies, composed
of farmerz belonging to the Populist party, with
marked Republican tendencies, gave enthusi-
astie support to the opponents of the crown.

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ANDREE'S BODY FOUND

REPORTED DISCOVERY IN
NORTH LABRADOR.

Cross Bearing Eaxplorer's Name,
Remains of Body and Papers
Near Cape Mugford.

Copenhagen, Nov. 11—There is reason to be-
lieve that the body of S. A. Andrée, the Arctic
expiorer, who in 1897 made an attsmpt 0 reach
the North Pole in & balloon, has bean found on
the coast of Labrador.

A letter received hers from the captain of the
Danish steamer Inga, dated Labrador, Septem-
ber 80, says that the American schooner Pelops,
of Conception Bay, Newfoundland, had arrived
at Indian Side from Cape Mugford, Northern
Labrador. Captain Chalker, of the schooner, re-
ported that he went inland at that place, and
about a quarter of a mile from shore found a
simpie wooden cross on which was Inscribed the
name Andrée.

He dug under the cross, and found human re-
mains and a box containing papers. Captain
Chalker saild that he removed the cross. but he
refused to say whether or not the papers were
in his possession. He asked the Inga's captain
how the name Andrée was spelled. On being
told, he took a piece of paper from his pocket on
which was written the same name taken from
the crose.

The place where tha cross was discovered Is
a desert and iz rarely visited, even by the Es-
quimaus. What became of Andrée’'s two com-
panions, if the remains prove to ba his, is prob-
lematical, but light probably will be thrown on
their fate by an examination of the papers

gt. John's, N. F., Nov. 11.—Captain James
Chalker, master of the fishing schooner Pilot of
Brigus, Conception Bay, said to-night that while
his vessel was codfishing in Mugford Bay,
Northern Labrador, about August 10, he started
overland across the cape to Black Duck Bay,
three miles distant, and came on a grave sur-
mounted by & cross bearing the inscription,
“Andre Ansty, November 7, 1897.” The letter-
ing was very faint, and it was difficult to tell
whather the date of the month was November 1
or 7. but he dscided it to ba the latter.

Captain Chalker did not disturb the grave,
did not discover any documents, and does not
know who is buried there. He is positive that
the first word was Andre, and not Andrée.

It is thought here that a possible explanation
of the grave may lie in the fact that fishermen
from N&tre Dame Bay named Anstey fish near
Cape Mugford every summer, and that one of
these may have died and have been buried there.
Against this theory is the fact that Newfound-
landers always endeavor to bring nome their
dead from the fishing grounds.

He
was prepared to drop messages relating his prog-
ress, and such communications wers found in the
three months following his departure.

Many rumors have been current of the finding
of relics of the expedition, but none of them was
confirmed. In September of 18% a buoy marked
“Andrée Polar Expedition,” with an anchor at-
tached, was picked up on King Charles Island and
later identified as the buoy which Andrée was to
drop when passing the Pole, but the general opinion
was that it had been lost overboard or thrown out
to lighten the balloon. In September of 1300 a

It has twice been reported that Andrée’'s body
had been found, but neither of these statements
was substantiated. In July of 1902 a circumstan-
tial story was received from York Factory, North-
west Britisk Territory, setting forth that Andrée
and his two companions had been murdered two
vears previously—that is, in 1900—by a party of
Esquimaus at a point several hundred miles north
of York, near Fort Churchill. The Esquimaus saw
the balloon alight on & plain of snow and three
men emerge from it. The natives approached, and as
they did so one of Andrée companions fired a gun
This was regarded as a challenge, and a!most in-
stantly the natives, according to this story, fell on
the three explorers and massacred them. Every
thing pertaining to Andrée’s outfit was carried to
the homes of the natives on the borders of the
Arctic region

Many expeditions, some equipped at great ex-
pense, have searched the Arctic regions for the
miseing travellers, but none of them was successful

U. P. ANDS.P. DIVIDENDS

Stocks Drop, Carrying Down Mar-
Let, on Usual Rate Declaration.

The directors of the Union Pacifie Railroad Com-
pany and the Southern Pacific Company declared
yesterday the regular quarterly dividends of 24
and 14 per cent on the common stocks of the com-
panies, the regular semi-annual dividend of 33
per cent on Southern Pacific preferred aiso being
declared. It was announced after the meeting of
the Southern Pacific board that the subject of the
retirement of the preférred stock had not been
taken up.

On Tuesday there was a violent rise of six points
in Southern Pacific and about three points in TUnion
Pacific on reports that the Southern Pacific common
dividend rates would be advanced yesterday to 7
per cent and that the plan for retirement of the
preferred would be made public at once. Thers
wers reports, too, that Union Pacific common, on
which 10 per cent annually is now paid, would be
placed on a 12 per cent basis, despite the semi-
official announcement that no change in the divi-
dend rates was likely to be made at this time.

The blind belief in the authenticity of the rumors
appeared to have undergone some abatement over-
night, however, for both Union and Southern Pacific
common opened down yesterday morning. They
broke sharply on the statement of Mr. Harriman,
before the directors’ meetings, that only the usual
dividends would be declared, and when the formal
announcement came on the adjournment of the
two boards, a further severs break oocurred, Union
falling to 177T% and Southern to 114%. The closing
figures wers respectively 179§ and 116 a net loss
of i% points for Union and 1% for Southern.

The early uncertainty concerning the two stocks
and the later disappointment over the dividend ac-
tion caused irregularity and then weakness in the
general list, the close showing more net losses than
net advances, and most of tha gains being in spe-
claltiss, exceptions being Colorado & Eoutharn,
which, on sales of more than twenty thousand
shares, advanced 24 points, and the Erle issues,
each of which advanced mors than a point, the
buying of the Eries being influenced by reports of
plans for inclusion of the property in a railroad
consolidation project in the Middle West

The total sales were 1,615,606 shares, or only about
29500 less than the sales on Tuesday, which were
the largest for any day since March, 1907.

CALIL, WESTINGHOUSE STOCKHOLDERS.

Meeting in Pittsburg on November 24 to Au-

thorize Tssue of $10,000,000 More Stock.

A special meeting of the stockholders of the
Westinghouse Electric and Manufacturing Com-
pany has been called for November 24 in Pitts-
purg, among other things, to authorize the issue
of $10,000,000 of additional stock, to meet the re-
quirements of the modified plan for the readjust-
ment of tae company’s debt. This plan will re-
quire approximately $14,200,000 of new assenting
stock of the company to be issued to holders of
the merchandise debt and bank debt and to stock-
holdars who have subscribed for new stock in cash,
and there is only $9,560,000 of the present author-
ized assenting stock unissued, hence the necessity
of authorizing additional stock.

The stockholders will also be asked to take ac-
tion upon the proposed increase in number and
classification of the board of directors, which un-
der the proposed reorganization plan is to comn-
sist of sixteen members divided into four classes
of four members each, the terms of the first class
expiring at the next annual meeting of the com-
pany on July 28, 1909, and that of the qther classes
in one, two and three years from that date, re-
spectively. Other matters that will come before
the stockholders will be the election of & board
of directors, the election of a proxy committee (ar-
ranged for in the reorganization plan) and the
consideration of the modified or substitute plan for
the readjustment of the debt of the company, which
has been adopted by the board of directors.

SUFFOCATED BY HIS DERBY HAT.

Death Certificate at Fall River, Mass., Has

Unusual Indorsement.

Fall River, Mass, Nov. 11.—“Fell into his hat
and suffocated.” This is the indorsement on the
death certificate of Alfred Parlow, who was found
dead by the roadside in North Raynham by a
neighbor. As near as could be figured out from
the position of the man’s body, he was on his way
to his home and tripped and fell

As he fell his deby hat slipped down over his eyes
and his face was forced into it by the fall. The
man was evidently stunned and never recovered
sufficiently to extricate himself, dying of suffo-

cation.

ARMY AND NAVY NOTES

General Duvall May Succeed Gen-
eral Weston in Philippines.

[From Thae Tribune Bureas. ]

Washington, November 11

TO COMMAND IN PHILIPPINES.—Major Gen-
eral William P. Duvall will probably be detailed
to succeed Major General John F. Weston, in com-
mand of the military force in the Philippine Isl-
ands. General Weston will leave Manila on thas
transport sailing for San Francisco on December 15,
and will probably go on leave which may extend up
to the date of his retirement under operation of
law. Some of General Weston's friends bellave
that he will apply for retirement in view of his
physical condition, which is fmpaired by long ser-
vice in the Philippines, and requires, according to
the army surgeons, relief from duty In Manila.
General Duvall has been on duty in the War De-
partment as assistant chief of staff and, In the
absence of General J. F. Bell, has acted as the
head of the General Staff. He is desirous of being
detailed for duty in the Philippines, and being en-
titled to servica abroad !s very likely to hava his
wishes complied with.

President Makes Suggestions on
Coming Civie Federation Bill.

NOVEL AERIAL EXPERIMENT.

It Is Hoped to Gain Soaring Speed by Gliding
Over Water.

Hammondsport, N. Y., Nov. 1L—-The Aerfal Ex-
periment Bureau, of Hammondsport, in which Pre-
fessor Alexander G. Bell and G. H. Curtiss are ip-
terested, is planning to undertake scon a novelty
in aerial experiments. The government is especiallv
desirous of having a type of airship that will gain
the necessary speed to scar in the afr by gliding
over the water, instead of on land.

The bureau will within a few days undertaks ex-
periments on Lake Keuka, whers the airship will
be propelled by I*s own motors over the surface of
the water to get sufficient speed to expand ifts
wings. The airship will be attached to lght canvas
canoes, which will be carried with the machine a®
it leaves the water to fiy in the air.

A doubtful feature of the experiment is that pos-
sibly the weight of the airship, with itz motor and
other machinery, may cause the canoces to draw
so deeply that the required speed cannot be obe
tained.
