snould have the score in his head than his head in
lse score: but can convey his knowledge
to the musiclans under him it wiil avall him noth-
ing. Evidently Signor Tosca s head and heart
are full of Verdi's music, and s transmission of
what he knows and what he feels is magnetic. The
orchestra at the Mietropolitan Opera House this
vear ie composed of fine material, it was finely
responsive last night The revelations hich it
will make in profounder scores than this may l#
awaited with deep and genuine interest.

OPERA HOUSE THRONGED.

Unusual Audience Even for Metro-
- politan on Opening Night.

The formal opening of the season of 1908-'09 at
the Metropolitan Opera House last night, with sev- i
eral features distinctive from those of past sea- |
sons, makes it scarcely to be wondered at that
the occasion attracted an audience which well de-

The inauguration of a new management, the first
appearance in opera in America of a soprano actual
experience of whose work had been preceded by
etafls of triumphs abroad, particularly In Beriln
and London, the introduction of a conductor of
great reputation {n the leading opera house of
Italy, combined to make more than usually brill-
jant the occasion which characterized the opening
of New York's older operatic institution.

So, when Messrs. Giullo Gatti-Casazza and
Andreas Dippe!, the directors under the new re-
gime, came, with Mr. Arthur Toscanini between
them, befor= the curtain at the end of the second
act of Verdi's *“Afda,” they looked out upon an
audience which, combined with its expressions of
good will, could not but give them sure indica-
tion of what New York is capable of if the re-
gquirements of the operatic standard are met. Mile.
Destinn and M. Toscanini had already taken their
recalls, but when the trio of men who will figure
most prominentiy in the success of the new season
appeared the applause was most pronounced. Not
even in the boxes was there a vacant seat visible,
and all joined in a great weicome to the new man-
agers and the new conductor.

Even as early as 7 o'clock the polioe, who were
out in extra numbers for the opening of the
Metropolitan, had to limit the length of the lines
of persons walting In West 39th and West 40th
streets, hoping to gain admission. But with these
precautions the inches of space that one might
appropriate were far too few, and szt that hun-
dreds could not obtain admission.

The first applause of the evening came with the
entrance of that favorite of old acquaintance,
Mme. Homer. Mr. Caruso, of course, and Mr.
Scotti were among friends, and the audience, ir
displaying a walting note, showed to Mme. Destinn
that it was ready to grant its signs of favor, and |
its applause came most liberally at the close of
the first act. At the end of the third act the Bo-
hemian sopranc received a half-dozen or more
floral tributes. Mr. Caruso had to take the im-

20,000 Applications for Seats at

Opening of Hammerstein's House.

[By Telegraph to The Tribune. ]

Philadelphia, Nov. 16.—If the demand for seats
signifies anything, Philadelphia has gone opera
maé. The season opens to-morrow night, when the
public will be admitted for the first time to Oscar
Hammerstein's new Philadelphia Opera House to
hear *“Carmen’ sung, with Mile. Maria Labla in
the title roie, while at the same time “"La Bohéme”
will be heard at the Academy of Muslc, with
Caruso as the star, supported by other leading
singers of the Metropolitan Opera Company.

For the forty-two hundred seats in the Hammer-
stein house there have been nearly twenty thou-
sand applications, while every seat in the Academy
was sold several days ago and the demand has
continued unabated.

The new Hammerstein house, whfch is the first
permanent institution in this city to be devoted
exclusively to the production of grand opera, has a
frontage of 240 feet each In Broad and Carlisla
streets and 160 feet in Poplar street. The main
entrance to the building, the exterfor of which is in
the modern French Renaissance style, is in Poplar
street.

The first floor is divided into two sections, the par-
quet and the parguet circie. There are no posts to
ohstruct the view of the stage. Besides the eight I
proscenium boxes on each floor, suspended from the
first balcony is the grand tier, containing twen.y-
eight boxes, each seating eight persons. Each cf
the boxes in the grand tier has been subscribed for,
the grand tota! of the nubsc‘iplinns for Mr. Ham-
merstein's first season amounting (e mor2 than
$250,000. The seating capacity of the new house, of
which Willlam H. McElfatrick, of New York. is
the architect, is 4,200.

For his new establishment Mr. Hammerstein has
a musical director and maintains an entirely die- !
tinct chorus and ballet organization. He intends tc |
give the Philadelphlans performances In every way '
on a plane even with that at the Manhattan. On
Thursday evening Philadelphians will have an
opportunity to see Mr. Hammerstein's elaborate
presentation of “SBamson et Dalila.,” and on Satur-
day next Mme. Tetrazzini will make her debut in
the new house.

BLOWHOLES ONLY “CORE HOLES.”

Declarations that there were blowholes the size
of a m_a.n‘x filst in the cast steel pyramids at the
base of one of the towers of the new Queensboro
Bridge, published on Sunday, but not {n The Trid-
une, and buved oa aMdavits by Frank J. Farrell, &
helsting engineer for the Pennsylvania Steel Com-
pany, were completely disproved yesterday. At
Bridge Commissioner Stevenson's request Messrs.
Boller & Hodge and Professor Burr, of Colum-
bia, the experts who have been investigating the
bridge’s strength, made a report to him on these
conditions, declaring that the alleged blowholes
were only ‘‘core holes,”” a regularly recognized feat-
ure in hollow casting work of the type of these
pyramids. Farrell, Engineer Knighton and em-
ployes of the steel company were interrogated by
the experts yesterday, a&fter which they pronounced
the blowhole scare a myth. Even If such blow-
holes had existed, said Mr. Hodge, the concrete
filling of the castings would have assured the
proper strength in comstruction. This story had ab-
solutely no relation to the charge made by The
Tribune and substantiated by the reports of Boiler
& Hodge and Professor Burr, that the bridge itself
was overstressed and unable to carry the loads
called for by the contract.

RECKLESS BRIDGE BUILDING.
From The Boston Heraid.

Shortly after the collapse last year of the great
cantilever bridge buill over the St. Lawrence
River near Quebec The New-York Tribune opened
discussion of the safety of the Blackwell's i-land
bridge over the East er, claiming that it had
information justify it in insisting that there
be investigation of e matter before the work
went on and the bridge waa opened to the public.
So much uneasiness was aroused that the city
offictals, including the Commissioner of Bridges,
ordered an investigation by two experts, working
independently’ Their reports are found in the
current ‘‘Engineert News,” and they agree that
the maximum loading assumed in the original
designs would greatly stress the malin trusses,
and that therefore the bridge is unsafe. No ex-
planation is given by the experts as to how the
bridge came to be bullt with stresses above those
permitted in the specifications, but there is agree-
ment that the present structure cannot safely
carry more than one-third of the Intended llve
load. Consequently, the experts recommend that
the bridge be opened only on condition that it be
used to a limited degree. That the reports will
be of profound interest to the bridge Onﬁlmﬂn‘
profession s without saying. as does the state-
ment of “The Engineering News” that they “con-
tain information astonishing to the last degree.”
This s an instance of what may be called “pre-
ventive journalism,” by which attentlon has been
called to the weaknesg of the bridge. The public
will ask, as does “The Engineering News':

“Here is a huge bridge structure, built by a
great and wealthy city. There was no need and
no thought of attempting to aconomize in the de-
sign, as was done from force of necessity at
Quebec. The city bridge department has had on
ite staff some engineers of professional repu-
tation, and the structure has built by a firm
of long experience and high standing. Were these
engineers ignorant of the stress conditions In the
structure? Did they knowingly the
