FOREIGN TEJLDEN-Q.— Fcreisrn bouses sold up-

•ward of 55.000 shares tn the locai market, entirely
arbitrage buslcesa. InLondon consols were steady
but the reneral market was heavy, being- affected
to acme extent by withdrawals or cold for Ar-
srentina and by tie expectation of a forther French
demand for the metal. Money was In better de-
mand at the British capital, with call loans as
high as l*iper cent. The Bank of England made
no change In Its minimum rate of discount, and
showed a strong percentage of reserve to lia-
bility.
