The agreement is based on the idea of en-

couraging and defending free an! peaceful

commercial development in the Pacific It

contains not only a mutual guaranty to respect

each other's territorial possessions there, but

defines the attitude of the two countries toward
China, binding each to defend

China's Inde-

pendence and integrity by every peaceful

means and to pive equal commercial opportu-

nity la the Chinese Empire to all nations.
But, more Important still, the agreement; ta

the event of complications threatening th«

status quo, binds the United States and Japan

to consult each other with a view to acting

together.

Tbe airreement h In the f^rm of g decUr»-

tion. and consists of five articles, of which thw

following is an accurate and faithful deecri^
tion:

The first article elves expression to the wian,

of the two covernments to encourage the free

and peaceful development of their commefew

in the Pacific.
The second is a mutual disclaimer of as

aperessive desicn. and also contains a defini-

tion ,of the policy of each government both as

directed to the maintenance of the status quo

in the Pacific and the defence of the principle

of equal opportunity for commerce and indus-
try in China.

The third article contains a statement of the

consequent "firm" reciprocal resolution of each

frovernment to respect the territorial posses-

sions in the Pacific of the other.
In the fourth article the United States and

Japan express their determination. "in tl*e

common interest of all the powers." in China,

to support "t>y all peaceful means at their dis-

posal" the independence and iute-zr'.ty of China

and the principle of equal commercial and In-

dustrial opportunity for all nations in the em-

pire.

The fifth article mutually pledges the'trro
covemmeuts. in ease of "the occurrence of any

event threatening tlie status quo. as above de-
scribed, or the principle of equal opportunity,

as above defined." to communicate with each

other for the purpose of arriving at a mutual

understanding with itgaird to the measures
they may consider ituseful to take.

FOUND DEAD IX HOTEL.

Frank H. Hitchcock lias had experience- in official
life in Washington which has made him familiar
with the details of departmental work. It was his

organizing and executive aollttv ttfck'h led to Ms
selection as manager of the preliminary campaign
of Secretary Taft for the Repub.kan nomination
for President. To take up this work he resigned the
office of. First Assistant postm tsier General lust
February. So well did he perform iiils preliminary
work that he was selevted for chairman of the Re-
publican National Commitee. For this post his
association with George f?. C'ortelyou when the
latter was head of the national committee tn 1904
had given him experien< c.

Mr. Hitchcock is only forty-one years old and is
a native of Ohio, the son of a Congregational min-
ister. He was educated at West Somervtlie. Mass..
and at Harvard University, taking his degree in
IS9I. He bad already shown much Interest in poli-
tics, his first vote for President having been cast
In 188». From coi'.ese he went to Washington, where
he became chief clerk to the superintendent of con-
struction of the postofnee building. After a com-
petitive examination he entered the Department of

Agriculture, in which he held various posts. Mean-
while lie studied law and was admitted to the bar.
He was for*several years chief of the foreign mar-
kets division in th« Agricultural Department. From
this place he went to the newly created Department

of Commerce and Labor, In 1903. as chief clerk and
orfraniz^r. under Secretary Cortetyou. When Mr.
Cortelyou returned to the Cabinet in 1905 as Post-
mnster General he selected Mr. Hitchcock as First
Assistant Postmaster General, and he remained in

that department when Mr. Cortelyou became Secre-
tary of the Treasury. When Mr. Hitchcock retire!
from the Postorfjce Department (last winter he re-
ceived a persona! letter from President Roosevelt
setting forth the efficiency of his work in the re-
organization of the postal sf-rvlce. ,

Hot Springs, \'a., Nov. 27.—The place of Post-
noa&ter General in Mr. Taffs <"ahinet has been
offeied to and accepted by Frank H. Hitchcock,

chairman of the Republican National Com-
mittee.

The official announcement of this decision re-
gardtog the first Cabinet selection of President-
elect Taft doubtless will not be made until Mr.
Taft has completed his Cabinet, at which time
the full list will be made public Because >>f
this view of the situation, no expression regard-

ing the se'r-ction of Mr. Hitchcock was obtain-

able for publication from either Mr. Taft or the
Republi. an chairman. There wire many rea-
sons, it was pointed out, why it was expedient

that Mr. Hitchcock's status should be Used, at

least so far as the principals are < oncerned. and
a complete understanding is known to exist be-
tween them. As chairman of the Republican

National Committee Mr. Hitchcock became more
familiar than any other person with the political
phase of questions likely to ari.-e at the begin-
ning of Mr. Taft's administration, and the
knowledge he gained of the personnel of the
party will be of great service to Mr. Taft. The
chairman also possesses a comprehensive as well

as a technical knowledge of postal affairs.
gained by experience as First Assistant and
Acting Postmaster General.

..Mr. Hitchcock, accompanied b\ Charles H.
Boynton, of New York. left here for Washing-
ton, where to-morrow night he willbe the guest

of honor at a dinner to be given by the execu-
tive and advisory committees of the national
committee. He will then visit

'
headquarters in

New York. It is probable that from this time

on Mr. Hitchcock will be frequently in confer-
ence with Mr. Taft.

Timothy L. Woodruff, chairman of the Repub-

lican State Committee of New York, was de-

CHANGES.

Heads of Navy and Army Settle
Trouble Over To-day's Umpire.

The disagreement be-

tween the Army and the Navy football authori-
ties over the selection of officials for the game

Mrs. Kallenbrun and her sun Leo, who is also
a pipe maker, have lived in the llith street flat
for some time, according- to the story told by
Trojanowsky, who boarded with them. Neigh-
bors said last night that William formerly

boarded with his mother also, but that he never
paid any money toward the expenses, and finally
departed when his mother and brother refused
to support him any longer.

William then went to live in Jersey City,
