SAYS TAXES ARE LOWER.

John Martin Analyzes City Budget—
Valuations Compared.

Arigsing out of the discussion concerning the
| budget for the city for 1909, John Martin, who has
represented organizations of citizens interested in
the schools, the charities and the tenements and
hospitals, has made an analysis which, he declares,
shows that the tax rate in New York, differences
| in the rate of assessment being eliminated, is
! lower in 1908 than it was in the first year of the
greater city, 1888. Mr. Martin says:

“Comparisons of the city's expenditures, which
| have been published by Edgar J. Levey, as proving
that New York was progressing toward bank-
| ruptey, are based on population and total budget.
| Neither of these is a proper factor upon which to
make a judgment. The facts which tenants, own-
| ers, real estate investors and bond buyers want te
| know are, first, the increase in the total taxes year
| by vear, and, second, the increaee in taxable values
! in comparison with total taxes.

“Total taxes Inclide all the demands made each
vear by the government upon the taxable property
for all purposes, Including interest upon the city
debi and repayment of the instalments due upon
that debt. Taxes are based upcen wealth, and
population is not proportionate to wealth Total
budget is a3 misleading basis of comparison, be-
cause total budget takes no account of .the rev-
enues drawn by the city from its varfous enter-
prises. The budget for 1908 includes $5.409.543 for
the annual expenditures of the Department of
Water Supply, Gas and Electricity, and interest
and instalments on water bonds, while it omits the
revenue of more than $10,000,000 from the water
| department. Millions have been invested in docks.
%Tr-lnl budget reckons the charges for that debt,
