As T pointed out a week ago, the value if not the
absolute need of a dependable drop kicker has been
emphasized this season as never before. Of all
the leading colleges, Yaie has apparently taken
less interest in the proper development of 2 drop
or place kicker, or at least has not used the play
until every other means had failed, and sometimes
not then. The reason for this is hard to under-
stand, particulariy if as contended by many, the
play has a scoring value out of proportion to its
worth. The chief argument against the field goal
fs that the four points is too great a reward, inas-
much as the play depends so largely on the skill
and coolness of one man, whereas the touchdown,
which counts five points, requires much harder
work by all eleven men. So far as this argument
has to do with the goal from placement on 2 fair
cateh, T am in hearty sympathy, and am convinced
that the gamea' will be improved if the scoring vziue
this particular play Is reduced to say two
points. A goal from placement, for a free catch,
like 2 try for goal after a touchdown, depends t2
a large extent upon the skili of one man, with the
rest of the players standing around doing little or
nothing, and I would like to see ths football rules
committee reduce the value of tie former, when
made from a free try, and to abolish the latter.
With the drop kick, however, it is different, as it
has a distinct value, apart from its possibilities for
scoring, and further than that it is not only the
work of one man altogether, as the other ten mem-
bers of the team st do their mart to protect the
ki r long enough for him to make the play with !
enyv degree of precision or accuracy. Further than
its scoring value in relation to a touchdown
is hardly too as it takes two goals from the
f2ld to beat one touchdown, and a team that can
get wi striking distance of a&n opponent’s line
often enough secure two goels in that wad
deserving of victory, e times out of ten, agal{:sz
m that could make only one touchdown.

PULLEN ARMY LEADER

West Point Goes Wild When Victo-
rious Eleven Returns to Academy.

[By Telegraph to The Tridbune.]

West Point, N. Y., Nov. 22.—For more than two
hours this afternoon the cadets owned the academy,
and West Point fairly went delirious with joy on
the arrival of the team, which elected Pullen as
rext year's captain on the way home. Never be-
fore has a team received such an ovation as was
the share of the victors to-day. Long before the
arrival of the special train bearing the men the
corps of cadets was at the station, together with
the entire populace of the post and a goodly por-
tion from surrcunding towns. ‘

As the train pulled into the station the blast of
the locomotive was drowned by the cheers of the
students, who boarded the cars befors they had
fairly stopped and, seizing the men, carried them
to the waiting omnibuses. 'The horses were de-
tached and a long rops made fast. The cadets then
draggeld their gridiron warriors up the long, steed
hill to the football field, driving under an arch
bearing “Army, 6; Navy, 4" in letters four feet
1igh, with a cartoon of a cadet riding the Navy
goat underneath.

Right out to the middle of the ficld, upen which
Army teams have fought so many hard battles, the
cadets dragged the stages, sin
cheering the men. *“We want Philoon!"” yelled the
cadets, and tNe Army captain was hoisted to th
top of the stage amid cries for & speech.

When he could msake himself heard Philoon said:

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BACK FROM SAVANNAH

L. B. Brown Says Auto Races Will
Be Y early Events in Georgia City.

Within an hour of each other the Savannah
liners City of Savannah and City of Columbus
reached the Savannah Line pier on the North
River vesterday afternoon. It was the first time
in the history of the line that two of its passenger
steamers had come In from Savannah on the same
day. On each vessel there were many automobile
enthusiasts, including severa! officials of the Auto-
mobila Club ¢of America, who had been to the
automobile races {n the Southern city. The City
of Savannah reached her pler at 2:30 p. m. When
the passengers of the other vessel dfsembarked
there was a general handshaking between those of
the two liners who had kept in communication
with each other all the way up the coast by
wireless.

There was cargo in the City of Columbus all the
way from her keel to her hatch <over®. Not so
on the City of Savannah The cotton, cottonseed
cil, lumber and naval stores which formed her
cargo didn't amount to morg than a thousand tons
The negro stevedores of Savannah, like all
the rest of the ebony contingent of that city, had
indulged so freely in jubilation in connection with
the races that when it came to load the City of
Savannah it was impossible to get enough men to
load more than the small cargo she finally carried.
