Two Metropolitan Performers Injured Getting

to Opera House in Antomobiles
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DR. A. J. M'COSH DEAD

Surgeon, Hurt in Accident, Suc-
cumbs to Pneumonia.

Dr. Andrew J. McCosh, one of the leading sur-
geons in this city, died at 10 o'clock last night at
the Presbyterian Hosgpital. His death was due 1o
septic pneumonia following an accident on Satur-
day, when he was thrown from his carriage and
his =kull was fractured

With him at the time of his death
mother, widow of the former head of
University, old; two
sisters, Mre. Alexander Maitland, Mrs. David Magie
and her husband, Dr. David Magie. Dr. George
Brewer gnd a number of physicians and surgeons
nf the staff of the institution

Dr. McCosh was trusted friend and
orator of Dr. Bull, who lies so close to deat!
the present time. They performed many operations
together on persons of prominence, and Dr Me-
Cosh's reputation was scarcely second to that of
Dr. Bull.

Although his skull was fractured, every hope for
Dr. McCos recovery was held out up to three
days ago, when pneumonia set in, which subse

quently affected both lungs. Even then the phvsi
cians bhelleved that he had an even chance of re=
covery, and it was not until § o'clock last night
that those who had been attending him from the
time he was thrown from his carriage gave up a
hard fought five days’ battle against death

Dr. McCosh was injur on Saturday aftermoon in
a carriage accident at 56th street and Lexington
avenue A piece of paper blew across the street

and fright

as he was driying down Park avenue,
ened his team. His coachman was thrown out and
the reins were torn from his gras The surgeon
tried to get them, but just as a collision with a
trolley rar at Lexington avenue seemed ritable
one of the front wheels broke icose from the
throwing out Dr. MeCosh. He struck with
