The organization of the council has been practi-

cally completed, and the delegates, of whom there
are more than four hundred, representing thirty-

three denominations, with a membership of about
eighteen million, have entered on the real work

of the council. BishopK. R. H«ndri<c. ef Kansas
City, Mo, of the M-thodist Kpi.«:opal Church.

South, was honored with the presidency of th*

Federal Council by a unanimous vote of the dele-

irate!.

Dr. William IT. Robftt.*, of Philadelphia, stated

Citing the number of \lsitors to the Metropolitan

Museum of Art since 1880 as aboul sixteen million*,

the brie* states that free art will contribute sreatly

to the establishment and prowth of muswms.
The present tariff law admit*- free only works of

art imported directly for puMle museums. As only
* small part of their accessions are obtained In

this way, the evident purpose of Congress to en-
courage the collection or art for public museums is

not tamed.' The most effective way of attaining

this end i? to permit individual? to Import art free,

because. tb«J public museums depend net only for

th»ir growth. but for tholr very existence, upon the

gifts, bequest* and loans of individuals.

The duty on art. it la declared, has no plac(» in

the tariff theories' of any school of taxation, and

works of art are not within the theory of protec-

tion. The American artist who. if tnere were any

protection in th. duty on art, would b« tbe bens
ficiary, repudiates the d'lty. and is a mo?* earnest

petitioner f»>r it;- repeal. Art, it is b»id is not

within the theory of taxing luxuries for revenue,

sloes art i*« an educational necessity. Thus «i dwty

on art is held to be a tax OB knowledge and cult-

ure.

My first experiment was on a dog that
was sufferlnH from Intestinal trouble. After It
had been placed under anseethetics It v.aii bled,

and then 1.20<> Una of pure sex water were in-
jected into its I-ulai system. In a few days the
dog wns perfectly well again, -and. upon examina-
tion, it was md that the blood contained a
greater quantity of ha:nioßlot>in than before. This
undoubtedly shows the relation between the or-
ganic plasma and sea > p..iter
