Dr. Hillenbrand, who was called from

the Hudson Street Hospital, with the aid of sev-

eral patrolmen, drew Bloodeood's body from be-

neath the car. It was taken to the Elizabeth

street station, and later removed to the Morgue

by order of Coroner Acritelli-
Meyer Cohen, a paper carrier, living at NO. 11&

West 143 dstreet, said he saw Bloodeood take off

his coat walk a few feet toward the uptown end

of the platform and then leap in front or the

train. Bloodjrood timed his Jump so that It was

impossible for the motorman to stop the train.

Besides a fold watch, there was found in his

clothing two assignment papers. One showed that

on October 14. 1907. a piece of property near MOT-

ris Park, valued at $62,000, had been turned over

to his wife, and that on December 2. 1897. he had

fifty-six years old. He was a large realty oper-

ator a few years ago.
