Great Necessity, Dr. Steltzer Tells
" Chvrcfi Council*

Philadelphia. Dec 4
—

th» session of the Fed-
eral Council of the Churches of Christ in America
to-day the Bar. Dr. Charles Steltzer, of New York,
superintendent of the department of church and la-
bor of the Presbyterian Church, declared the rela-
tion of the laboring man to the Church was one
that could not be Ignored.

He said that topics must be Introduced to Inter-
est the Trorkingman In the Church and keep him
away from socialism. He declared that socialism
had taken the lead from th« churches In taking up
the fight for advancement In behalf of labor, and
placed himself .on record as favoring- organized
labor. No matter what the evils of the labor or-
ganizations, he paid, they were necessary in pro-
tecting the •worktngmen against organized capital.

"This," he said, "is the common man's era. The
laboring man is going- on to victory, and he Is be-
ing; led by the socialists. The best books on the
labor situation are being written by the socialist,

and the question is whether the laboring- man shall
go forward without the Church."

Bi«hop Hendrlx. of the Methodist Episcopal
Church, South, who was elected president of the
council yesterday, presented the report of the com-
mittee, on organisation and development. Th«
Bishop said the •world-wide federation movement
among Protestant churches is perhaps the most
notable keynote of the new century and of its
Christian progress. He outlined the plan of organ-
satkm for federation and presented the follow-
ing recommendations, which were unanimously
adopted .

insurance, which was bound to com* in the aaxt
twenty years.

To obtain relief from the Ineaualltles and in-
equities of present rates and methods of taxation
of life insurance is not your personal problem ex-
cept in <=o far a? you may b» policyholders your-
selves Any further concern on your part arh?es
from th«? duty devolving upon you to look o.it for

the interests of the pollcynolders you represent.
This meeting is therefore being held mainly to

discuss way* and means of bringing legislators and
pmicyholders face to face in dealing with the creat
burden imposed upon polieyholdera by legislative
hands— that of taxation by the states.

We have heard much of the burden of life I"1

Burance taxation as expressed in aggregate figures.

\Ve know that life insurance- the co-operative
sharing of losses caused by the untimely death of
productive human u«ms«— is burdened annually for
the support or Government to th» aggregate amount
of at least j11.000.0n0. That this burden is borne
sol-.ly by policy-holders is not so well known, nor
has' it hitherto "been seriously considered by policy-

holders themselves
While expanses of management are very properly

beinc carefully porutinized, it may i,«Veil to. tell
those vho do r.ot know ft that the. tax burden
nearly equals the salaries paid executive officers,

clerks and j»11 others employed in connection with
administering the affairs of th« companies at their
home, office.

The ability and lofty statesmanship of Mr Cleve-
land are known to the public; his patient and con-
scientious attention to the. details of the great ex-
ecutive office is known best to those with whom he

was in official association. Ably and with fld«»Ut>
he met every requirement of the most exalted
situation, and the record he has left will safely

abide the sure test of time.

Ho chose the most effective method—ex-Confed-
erate soldiers and ex-Union soldiers were alike
made Cabinet officers, postma*tera, foreign minis-
ters, judges, etc., and the silly and vexatious cry
of Southern disloyalty was ended. The fidelity to
their trusts of ex-Confederate officers was the com-
plete answer, and a new era of good feeling be-
gan. Kindlier relations sprang up at once be-
tween the two sections, and Northern thinkers be-
gan to study for themselves the horrible satur-
nalia that had driven into one party the whites of
the South.

Mr. Stevenson wrote:

He was companionable, agreeable and consid-
erate. He was greatly amused when Itold himI
was pleasantly disappointed by Me treatment of
his official advisers. The general 'idea was that
he treated them rudely, and when he consulted
them at al" did so as an act of useless formality.
But he was always glad to ask and consider sug-
gestions, and never, during my time, failed to
submit important matters for discussion, save in
the case of his famous Venezuela message. This
he read to the Cabinet, but did not submit.

Mr. Herbert wrote of Mr. Cleveland as the first
great pacificator as between North t.nd South. In
his first term, he said, he abolished the political
watchwords of "Southern brigadiers" and "bloody

shirt." The letter continues:

Letters of tribute were read from Hilary A. Her-
bert, Judson Harmon, Governor-elect of Ohio, and
Governor Hoke Smith of Georgia, all Cabinet offi-
cers under Mr. Cleveland, and from Adlal Steven-
son. Vice-Pievident of the United States during

Mr. Cleveland's second term. David R. Francis, of
St- 1/^uis. another member of Cleveland's Cabi-
net, sent his tribute in a telegram. Mr. Harmon
said In his letter:

Since the former PresJaent's
death Dr. Finley said he had personally wen to it
that a stralghter road had been built, but he
now wanted to see a stone wall on either side.
with sreat granite posts at the ends. This work,

he thought, should also be undertaken by the na-
tion as a proof of the gratitude it felt for til
Cleveland had done for his country.

Charles A.Peabody. president of the Mutual LMa

Dr. Flnley followed Mr. Morton, telling manT
anecdotes to illustrate Cleveland's concern for the
public welfare above personal considerations or the
interests of friends.
