most earnest manner that Investors may feel Jus-tified in investing- for railroad construction; that
all men who conduct a legitimate business may
understand that the government is back of themand will support thi»m. Such sound utterances
cannot fail to give confidence to the public In the
future policy of our government. While our Pres-
ident-elect can and will outline a policy fair to all.we must aid him in his work for sound, healthy
laws and the enforcement of existing ones. It la
to the interest at the railroads, the railroad man-
agers, the railroad employes. the railroad investors
and the public at large to work in harmony, all
appreciating the fact that when a law is passed and
fair!y estabiiaheri the best way to enforce it la to
obey It All railroad* engaged in the movement
of oomoMrni between states should be under the
eontrci of the federal government rather than
forty-six state regulations.

port. Profit taking checked the advance toward
the dose, but at the end of the session the market

points.
