ANGRY AT AMERICANS

DUE TO

OLYMPIC GAMES.

Views of J. E. Sullivan on the Inter-
national Committee.

Paris, Dec. 2—French amateur sporting and ath-
letic men, especially Baron Plerre de Coubdertin and
the members of the International Committee of the
Olympian Games, expressed no littis surprise upon
isarning that at a meeting of the American Amateur
Athletie Unfon a resoluticn had been voted empow-
ering its members to constitute an international
committee te regulate the Olympian Games. These
fealings are shared by all the members of the Inter-
national Committee of Olympian CGames, including
the Unitad States members, Professor W. M.
Sloane and Allison Armour (both of whom are just
now in the United States, but who have been com-
rmunicated with by thetr European colleagues); by
the British members, Lord Desberough and Dr. de
Courcy Laffan, and by the delegates of France,
Germany, Italy, Austria, Hungary, Bob
(ireece, Sweden, Norway, Australla, Spaln and Fin-
land.

The International Olympian Committee, consti-
tuted in 18%, which has the firm support of ama-
teur sportsmen and athletes in Hurope, and which
each year gains in strength and Influence, has no
intention of abdicating its authority or abandoning
its task. Moreover, this comn:ittee has decided to
meet in Berlin next May, under the honorary presi-
dency and upon the personal invitation of his lm-
perial highness the German Crown Prince, to select
the place where the Olympic Games of 1912 shall
take place, and which will be the Fifth Olympiad.

The international committee of thirty-four mem-
bers, representing all the countries participating in
the Olympian games, has already received invita-
tions from the governments of the leading Europeaa
countries in regard to the future meetings, forward-
ing offers of the municipalities of numerous cities
and towns which have been proposed as places for
holding the next Olympian games. The last meet-
ing, as every one is aware, t0ok place in London,

DEFENDS VIVISECTION

| Dr. Guilfoy Ascribes Decrease in
Diphtheria Fatalities to Its Fruiss.

Dr. Wiliam H. Guilfow, register of records In

have pr
tended to improve the treatment of disease.”

“I don't believe,” said Dr. Guilfoy, “that there
{s any fair minded physician in active practice
snywhere in the ctvilized world at the time
who does not acknowledge and take advan of
the immense assistaace afforded by the use of anti-
toxin, & product of vivisection, in the treatment of
diphtheria and croup.

“If nothing else had been done by vivisectionists
except to discover the value of antitoxin in treat-
ing diphtheria, that alon. would justify many
times over everything ever done in the name of
vivisection.”™

Antitoxin came into use In 113, Dr. Guilfoy sald
that In 1378 statistics taken In nineteen of the
wrgest cities in the world showed that eighty chil-
dren out of every ome hundred thousand of the
population died from diphtherfa. The fatality from
this disease reached its helght, he sald, In
nineteen cities in 1851, when the rate increased to
101 children. For the fourteen years from 1881 to
1304 the figures never touched below seventy, but
in the first year of the use of antitoxin the death
rate fell from eighty to fifty-five, and "from 184 on
it made a gradual descent until, in 13¢5, it reached
the low flgure of seventeen.

The death rate from diphtheria for the borcughs
of Manhattan, Brooklyn and The Bronx, accord-
ing to Dr. Guilfoy, has decreased with the injec-
tion of antitoxin 57 per cent, comparing the thir-
teen years succeeding 1895 with the twenty-seven
vears previous to its general use.

“It is all very weil for a man to say he is an
anti-vivisectionist,” continued , Dr. Guilfoy, “but
how can any one go behind these figures? If a
child with diphtheria was playing in a room with
forty other children of anti-vivisection parents I
do not doubt that when the parents of these forty
children learned of the presence of the one child
affected with the disease they would insist upon

and the international committee points out that be-
cause the representgtives of the American amateur
athletes had difficulties with the members of the
British Councili on that occasion, there is no rea-
son why the American amateur athletes should on
that account blame or ignore the international com-
mittee.

The Olympian games of 1997 took place at The
Hague, under the patronage of the Prince Consort |
and in the historical palace of Binnenhof, and the |
Minister of Forelgn Affairs received the members
af the international committee in behalf of the gov-
ernment of Holland during the meetings. Recently
the municipality of Prague presented to the inter-
national committee a beautiful challenge trophy for
the Olympian games.

antitoxin in sufficient quantity not only to cure the
child but to convert the parénts-into rabid sup-
portérs of vivisection on the lower animais as a
means of obtaining knowledge enabiing the phy-
sicians of the present and the futurs to treat dis-
ease scientifically.”

ARMY AND NAVY NOTES

Status of the Marines Discussed
Again.

MARINE CORPS IN SUSPENSE.—An importan®
session of the House Naval Committee was held
this afternoon, when the commandant and other of
ficers of the marine corps wers heard. The commite
tee has reached the final clauses of the dfatt of
the naval apprepriation bill, and the hearing to-d&y
closed the preiiminary work of explaining the B
partmental estimates. The Secretary of the Navy

The phraseology of the naval appropriation act re=
quires a provision for the subsistence of marines o8
ships of war, and this served to introeduce to the
committee the status of the marines. It was diss
closed that General Elliott and his subordinate efe
ficers did not approve the executive order withe
drawing marines from ships of war. It had desl
commonly understood that General Elilott had im»
terposed no objection. In fact, that officer stated
to inquirers the day following the issue of the
order that such action on the part of the President
met with no opposition on his part. Representadive
Butler, 2 member of the Naval Committes, whose
son is a major in the marine corps, evineed keslh
interest in the corps and manifested an intentio®
of preparing legisiation which will make the corp®
a part of the army. There will be great dificulty
in accomrplishing this, aithough General Leonard
Wood bas been asked by the President to prepad®
a scheme which will adjust the numercus diffess
ences, principally #@ the rank of army and maring®
corps officers, so as to make the marine corps use
ful under the War Department. Some consideration
was given in the Naval Commitiee to-day to the
wording of a clause which might be inserted in the
naval bili which would compel the use of marines
on shipboard. The conservative view in the coml=
mittee, however, was against any such proceeding.
It is realized that any legislation which propose®
to transfer the marines to the army is likely to e
defeated by Senator Hale, as chairman of the
Senate Naval Committee, who in favor of hawve
ing the marines detailed to duty on board ship. ARl
the various propositions that seek to find a place
for the marines In the army are biocked by the
detrimental effect on most officers of the corps
General Wcod's plan is understood to take mte

NO DEPENDENCE ON CIL FI'EL—The de=
signers of the naval destroyers which are next to
be bullt, provided Congress allots the funds at the
present session for that purpose, are confronted
with a perpiexing problem. They have just learned
that the British Admiralty has decided to abandom
oil as a fuel for the destroyers which are now being
designed for the English nmavy. This action on the
part of the British naval authorities is significant,
as considerable expense was incurred by that zov-
ernment in installing apparatus for burning oil on
the torpedo craft, in tke establishment of tanks
and reservoirs at stations, especially in the Medi-
terranean, and in corstructing “ollers” for ships
for the delivery of the fuel oil to ships at a qis-
tance from the land sou-ces of supply- The reascn
for this action is the growing cost of the ofl and
the danger that in time of war the supply would
be interrupted. These conditions. of course, do not
vitally concern the American naval service, but
introduce an element of doubt in the minds of
some of the experts as to the wisdom of depending
on oil fus! for torpedo craft in time of War.
