Tn the Dyckman region is one of the largest un-
developed areas of land within the subway zone
and within a short rida of the City Hall, Manhat-
ten  Years ago it was considered a much larger
territory of vacanrt land, but owing 1o the magni-
tude of the cperations of builders and speculators
now identified with the real estate market its un-
fmproved sres does not loom up so formidably. Tt
©ould be transformed In 8 few years, it is thought,
tnto one of the leading epartment house districts
©f the city, and if the present activity of specu-
jators is followed by more extensive building op-

wratione #t would not be long hefore there were
Wew vscant lots in the zone. The phvsical char

subway is the principal factor in the extensive
operations which have been carried out there since
19, which have resulted in the upbuilding of a
jargze part of the section into a first class apart-
ment Louse zone, and this factor is responsibie for
the broadening of the purchasing and developing
movements, which are at present a feature of the
realty market. Many persons who are most promi-
nent In the buying and building projects in the dis-
tr sav that present prices will look small when
ecqmpared to values ther2 five vears hence.

In the early '80s the trading in the local
estate market was marked by extensive buyving by
fnstitutions of sites in the West Side for use for
their own purposes, but since the opening of the
subway values in the district have risen so rapidly
that scores of the principal charitable institutions
of the city have been induced to sell their prop-
erties and to find sites for new homes many miles
north of the plots which they occupled Most of
the Institutions which have sold have obtained
enough money from the sale of their old home-
sites to enable them not only to purchase a modern
home for themselves, in well located districts with-
in the city limits or near the greater city. but also
