This is the season when football is seen through

the haze of the smoke of pipes, and. not unnatural-
ly, much of the talk end many of the Ideas that
result are In the nature of "pipe dreams." But
even at this time of ths year, while half the teams
are still trying to explain how it all happened and
the rest are going over the victories they won in
ever fresh exultation, some facts are developing

that will have an important effect on the next

campaign on the gridiron, and not the least of
these is that Princeton willhave a new head coach.
ItIs safe to Bay that two teams will share most

of the attention of Eastern students of the game.
Harvard is in what her graduates and students all
hope to be a transitory stage, and at Cambridge

every effort la being made to repeat on the gridiron
the Harvard rejuvenation on the river, which has
resulted in two victories over Yale in ihroe years

—
something- which had not happened before In many
a college generation.

At Princeton the situation is llterent. For the
first time in the history of football relations be-
tween the Tiger and the Bulldog, a class was grad-
uated last June without seeing a victory over Yale
on the gridiron, and thus an old and well loved tra-
dition of Old Nassau was shattered. Worse still, a
similar fpte has befallen the class of '03, which will
be graduated next June.

new man will be at the head of a new system of
coaching next fall. There is little disposition to
make specific criticism of Roper among the old
Princeton men when they gather and talk over
these last three seasons, but they nearly all feel
that Roper had the material each time to tuke the
game rom Yale, and thnt lack of Judgment In de-
veloping the team has been responsible tor the
defeats.

Criticism, what there is of it, l.i mainly directed
at the Roper policy this year. N. team was chosen
until late in the season, and when ;t was finally
picked it seemed too lute to get it into conditionfor Its big games. It was a good team when it
finally took the field, but It played Itself out in the
first half, and Yale, cutting loose with an attackthat Harvard was able to checlc a week later over-came an adverse score and smashed Its way tovictory.

Now, there is to be a change. There will be ayoung Held coach at Princeton next fall It may

be Eddie Dillon. :ollowin the Yale custom of ap-pointing a captain -which, by the way, will not befollowed at New Haven next fall-or it may beany one of half a dozen recent captains or starPlayers. That detail has not been settled yet
Just two things have been settled' as to the per-
sonnel of the coaching Ftaff. Riper will not beat Its bead, and Phil King will not succeed him as
bead coach. King, and, possibly Roper, will be
members of a graduate coaching committee that
will keep Princeton constantly supplied with the
neceysary Individual Instructors and with a com-
mittee of advice that will help the field coach in
his duties of selecting a team and deciding on
schemes of play. These things are settled, and
the captain of one of Princeton's championship
teams is full of confident* that the scheme of a
field coach and a graduate coaching committee will
enable the class of "10 to leave Princeton with th«
memory of one victory over the Blue to cheer it
on its way.

Huivh will probably not be t!:e field coach, at
Yale next fall, and the occasional violation of the
rule that a captain shall coach the next year's
eleven would cause little surprise; Howard Jones,
one of the bast ends of recent years, who played
on Biglow*a great team of Us?, and coached Syra-
cuse in a successful season this year, is the man
most likely to be in direct charge at rale Field.
