Paris, Dec. 19.—French manifestations of sym-
pathy with the Turkish parliament are genuine
and enthusiastic. The moderation shown by the
Young Turk party is regarded here as the best
possible evidence that representative govern-
ment at Constantinople will be permanent. Lead-
ing French statesmen. such as Alexandre Ribot,
MM. Deicassé, Hanotaux, Méline, Barthou and
Baron d Estournelles de Constant, confess that
their most sanguine expectations have been sur-
passed by the discovery of sterling intellectual,
moral and enlightened qualities among their
Ottoman colleagues.

Christmas Display Resembles Fancy
. Fair—Curious Gifts.

As the end of the year approaches the shop-

huge fancy fair. The useful and the necessary
disappear into the background, giving place for
one short month to the luxurious and useless,
the dainty and attractive. Apart from the
b glittering wares of the seductive jewellers of
the Rue de la Paix, who invite vou to spend
thousands of dollars on your women friends by
offering them large bags made of fine gold,
sprinkled with dlamonds and set with preclous
gems, tiny watches set as signets in rings for
small fingers, and the like, the really charac-
terfstic Christmas offering as made and sold
in Paris Is not necéssarily at all costly. It is the
warticle de Paris” that triumphs, the daintily
decorated trifles that would look pretty on a
boudoir table, the fanciful receptacle for choco-
jates, or the new flower holder intended to be
screwed to the window frame of the motor car.

There are a certain number of toy dispiays,
set pieces not exactly meant for sale, which
vouthful Parisians are brought into town to
look at and which appeal more or less cleverly
to the child mind. In one direction you may
see a lovely Columbine going through her
graceful evolutions on a pivot, while Pierrot
does his fantastic turns and negroes give
sketchy cakewalks; there is the retrospective
battle piece or military display showing the
meeting of General George Washington and the
Marquis de Lafayette on horseback, with their
respective staffs around them, and a picturesque
group of Indian braves in probably correct at-
tire, with a carefully painted background re-
producing faithfully the scene of that historic
interview These things are all part of the
Christmas tradition, and on any Thursday in
December you may see the Parisian youth of
both sexes being personally conducted round
the city boulevards, taking the annual! peep
into Toyland which the weekly school holiday
renders possible.

Inside the large department stores shopping
is difficult by reason of the crowds of all classes
that are flocking to see the toy display. Busi-
ness is suspended, and with extraordinary good
humor and petience the genuine purchasers
make way for the thousands who will spend not
a sou but who have brought up their little fam-
ilies to take a gratuitous look at the wondrous
bazaar Gramophones and piano organs are
emitting contrasting sounds from every corner,
and the noise, like the crush, by § o'clock in
the evening is insupportable.

This seasop the humorous and grotesque pre-
dominate in Christmas gifts. The success of the
clever caricatures of Caran d'Ache executed in
flat pieces of wood has produced a whole school
imitators, whose works are adapted to all
sorts of purposes. They are ingeniously ex-
panded by one house to fit in with silks and
satins and make very original boxes for sugar-
plums. In this form they offer an amusing
change from the dainty dolis dressed in tulle and
lving in a bower of artificial roses of former
vears. Treated more simply, they are used as
handles for grotesque red umbrellas, which open
in their bunchiest parts and are seen to contain
pens and pencils.

The same note, the humorous or gretesque, is
also struck by scme of the mechanical toys in
which Paris excels. A little motor hansom cab
darts across the pavement earrying a couple of
passengers, who engage in a boxing match forth-
with, and the faster the wheels travel the more
rapidly are blows exchanged.
