MR. LACKAYE AT THE SAVOY.
"The Battle."

Th» conflict Indicated by the word battle, as used
for a title of Mils play. Is the conflict,—lf really
there be any,—between the ideai and the actual; or,

to state the fact more explicitly, the practical and
the visionary.. A philanthropist named Gentle and
a financier named Huggteton are associated and
contrasted, and the purpose of that association ar.d
Contrast Is to show that philanthropy. In order to

he effective, must cease to be vague and senti-
mental and become distinct and «ensible: also that
the rectification of social evils must co.ti* through
love, not' condescending bounty. That preposition,
which at once commends lt»»!f to general accept-

ance. Is not Intrinsically Interesting; but the in-
terest of this commendable fabric depends less

upon its freightage of ethical significance.— which
is indefinite, as to practical action. -than upon
It* story and the characters and Incidents
that are evolved in the exposition of Its
theme. .Haggleton Is a resolute. energetic,

self-contained man, possessed of great wealth.
His estate consists, in part, of tenement houses,
in the densely populated lower eastern district of

New York Chy. Those tenements are In *squalid

condition. The philanthropist. Gentle, Is desirous
that they should ha renovated and made suitable for
habitation by the poor persons who dwell In them.
With this worthy object In view, and with an ob-
ject of still more vital Import, he Induces Hag-
gleton to make a personal Inspection of them.
Haggleton is a man of middle age. His wife has
left him. many year 3before, taking their only son.
and they have been sought for In vain. The mother
is dead. The son is alive, bearing the name of
Philip Ames, being employed as a driver, and dwell-
ing among the East Side peopl*. Gentle Is aware
of all Haggleton a affairs and he knows that
Ames Is the son of Haggleton. Ames, like

Gentle. is more or less a theorist and a

dreamer. The purpose of Gentle is to bring the
father and son together, and. ultimately. If possi-
ble, to harmonize them in righteous vein. The
plot is rather chimerical, and certainly It Is basfd
on rather violent assumptions, presented as a possi-
bilityin actual life. Admitted as a fancy, however,

it is sufficiently tenable— just as the Christmas
Carol is, or th» Man from Mara The purpose
poems to have been rather to depict a condition
than to announce any conclusion about It, and

therefore the piece, which is very patchy, seems
more like a discussion than a play. It close-
ly heM the ajt<vition of a numerous al-

dience, and there is reason to believe that
it will hold a plare on our stag" for some

» imp. In the treatment of the Mro female
characters that are implicated there is much In-
certitude and some rather amateurish folly. Mr.
Wilton Lackaye gave a consistent and emphatic
performance, He fins remarkable fore*, hut. In
this Instance, no paternal feeling—the essential re-
quirement of the part—and no lender Hla
acting reveals a hitter spirit, Isatirical bent of
\u25a0Bind, and a combative disposition. Every cynical
speech that he had to deliver was spoken with
zest and perfectly well, while every tender utter-

ance was marked by that vehemence which artifice
Invariably substitutes for sincerity. Mr. E. M.
Holland has 'he most difficult part.—a kind of
marine guardian angel, with very little to do.
