was abort $135,000 of the sum needed to cover the

final disposition of garbage. About four weeks ago

the aldermen voted $132,000 to cover a deficit in
maintenance, and lust week Commissioner Crowell
got (60.000 for the cleaning of streets. Commissioner
Darlington of the Department of Health being

sponsor for the necessity.

In his letter Commissioner Crowell told the alder-
men, after relating: "that in the budget for 19M ho
had asked for (545.008, which was reduced to $410,-
(*•<>,-• that the actual coat of running his department
for the year would be $539,000. He said he lost

143,506 in having to give ashes to the Dock Depart-
ment and not being able to sell them. The price for
dumping scows, too, was increased during the year,

he said, and the value to the city of the trimmings

fell off $19,000. Italso became necessary to Increase
the inspection force. The commissioner is in a
quandary as to what measures to take to make up

the deficit.
The meeting- of the aldermen yesterday was the

last one for this year, and the Board of Estimate
and Apportionment will not meet sgain .'•"'\u25a0 Janu-
ary 8.
