Child Drowns When Load of Ashes
Is Accidentally Dumped.

While picking cinders last night on the dump-
ing scow Astoria, moored at East 107th street
and the Harlem River, Mary Santangelo, nine
vears old. of No. 312 East 107th street, was car-
rled down with the load when the bottom of one
of the compartments of the scow opened be-
neath her. The child’s two companions, “Sam”
Seronti, eight vears old, and “Tessie” Calzirone,
the same age, scrambled to the pier when they
felt the mass of ashes moving, and escaped.
They were too frightened to tell their parents
of the accident, and it was not until late at
night, when Mary's mother, in searching for
her daughter, drew from the children the story.

The police of the harbor squad sent iaunches
and men. who moved the scow and grappied
over the bottom where the ashes sank, but at
midnight they had not found the child’s body.

The scow Astoria was loaded vesterday and
was ready to ba towed out to sea.

' RAILROAD CONSTRUCTION FALLS OFF.

Lowest Total Since 1897 —Decrease of 1,998
Miles from 1907 Record.

Railroad construction in the United States in 1908,
according to the annual review of “The Railroad
Aze-Gazette,” aggregated only 3,214 miles of new
main track, the lowest total for any year since
1897, when only 2,109 miles of new track were laid
and a decrease of 1,998 miles, or 38.3 per cent, from
the figures for 1907,

Only 761 miles of track were laid east of the Mis-
sissippi in the current year, against 1,884 miles in
1907. The largest new mileage is In Montana, due
to the construction activities of the Great Northern
and the St, Paul.

The mileage of the Canadian roads has increased
this vear over last by 1,248, or 21.7 per cent, and in
Mexico 435 miles of new track have been laid, com-
paring with 333 in 1907.
