Patricide Was Climax of Tragedies
in "Bloody Breatliitt."

Irvine. Ky.. Dec H.— jury in the case of

Beach Ifargis, charged with the murder of Ms
father. Judge James Hargris. reported their Inability
to agree this afternoon, and were discharged. The
jury stood nine for acquittal and three for'convic-
tion.

Beach Hargls had been drinking heavily a few
days before the killingof Judge Hargls. and had
finally been brought back to Jackson. For some

days the neighbors declared that Judge Hargls had

been dragging th- boy through the streets of the

wild little mountain town.

As told in the trial. Beach entered his fathers

store, and. after a few words with the Judga, en-

gaged in a struggle with htm. They fell to the

floor Beach on top. and, with the Judge's own

pistol, the boy fired several shots into the body of

the prostrate man.
The state. In the trial of young Hargls, contented

itself with the facts of the case, ending Its testi-
mony at the point when a witness testified that

Beach during the course of the day of the murder.

"Vm getting wild, and I'lldo something desper-

ate before night."
The defence, one of th« lawyers for whom was

United States Senator-elect William O. Bradley,

former Governor of Kentucky, based Its strength

on th« testimony of the boy and that of his mother.

Mrs. Louellen Hargis. Mrs. Hargls testified that

her husband had early taught the boy bad habits,

and when Beach -was a child had given him whiskey

and had buckled a pistol on the child. Beach (or

Beauchamp. his rightful name) Is twenty-three

years old. and has always been what in the Ken-

tucky mountains is termed "feverish." He had

given his parents much trouble.

The only other Hargifl child is Mrs. Evelyn Hogs.

Of Jackson, who married one of the bitterest of

Judge Hargis's political and family enemies.
Judge James Hargis was admittedly as much a

baron in Breathitt County, and even in the 10th
Congress District, as was ever any mediaeval lord.

His adherents occupied all the county offices; he

was himself a Democratic committeeman and was

the chairman of all the district conventions.
Men rose up to question his rule and to make per-

sonal attacks on him, and these men were suddenly

done away wUh. The Manure.?, the head of which
family. J. R. Marcum. walked the streets of Jack-

son for months with a baby In his arms to avert

the assassination which finally overtook him, the

Cockrills and others disputed the rule of Judge

Hargis and paid the penalty with their lives.

This summary and violent rule bred the school

of murderers and "bad men" who pave to their
county the title of "Bloody Breathltt." One of

them. Curt Jett. is serving a life sentence in the

statw penitentiary: some are dead and others have

fled the state or are livingquietly since the death

of their chieftain.
Judg" Hargis had vast mining interests In this

neighborhood, in addition to a general store at

Jackson. It was In this store that he was Billed-
One of the strange incidents in connection with

the death of the feud leader was his purchase of a
coffin in Louisville a week before his death. He

saw a silver handled coffin valued at $1,100. which

struck his fancy, and he ordered it. It was to be

sent on "Mrs. Harris's request. When Judge Har-
gis met his death, ei?ht days later, Mrs. Hargis

telegraphed for the coffin.

old friend, and that the Journey was not therefore
taken with the design of killing:Annis. This was

stated when Joseph W. Shay outlined in his open-

teg, address at Flushing yesterday the programme j
of the defendant's counsel.
• The prosecution briefly examined two witnesses

in the morning, after the "adjournment over Christ-
mas, and closed it- case. It will have many wit-

nesses to examine In rebuttal.
As soon as District Attorney Darrin announced j

that the people had completed their presentation of

evidence Eugeno N. L. Young,,** associate counsel
for the defence, moved for a dismissal of the in-

dictment on the ground, chiefly, that the state had

failed to prove a crime against the defendant, and

on a number of other grounds. The court ruled
against the motion.

Mr. Young proceeded with his argument, taking:

the position that a person charged with being an
accessory to th« commision of a crime could not be

tried until it was proved that the principal was
guilty.

"Right there Idisagree with you." Judge Crane

said. "Ihold that this man may OS guilty of

murder in the first degree, as a proposition of law.
although the man who held the revolver and fired
the shot was not guiltyof murder and was Insane

\u25a0I am going to hold that a man may be guilty

of a murder committed by a lunatic ifhe aided and
-

encouraged it knowingly and intentionally, know-
ing the act and Its consequences. Inmy opinion a
man who is present at the commission of a crime

and aids and abets it is not even an accessory

under the common law, but a principal."

SHAY OPEN'S DEFENCE.

Mr Shay, of associate counsel, then made the

opening address to the jury. He was frequently

Interrupted by District Attorney Darrin. who ob-

jected to his arguing with the Jury regarding tes-

timony of the state's witnesses. During the opening

address, which was of considerable length. Mr.
Mclntyre. chief counsel, leaned his elbows on a

table immediately in front of the Jury box and in-

tently studied each Juror.
Briefly. Mr. Shay's opening address stated that

the defence would prove that Thornton J. Hams

carried a revolver on trips on the water for pur- j
poses of signalling; that he had used every effort

since bis brother's mind became clouded by his

troubles to prevent Captain Peter C. Hams from
carrying a weapon; that the defendant was on the
pier and not on the float when the firing took place:

that lie ran to the float only after the firing had

ceased and when he heard cries of "Kill him!
Lynch him!" and that his sole object was to pro-
tect his brother.

Mr. Shay spoke of Captain Hams being morose
and sullen on August 15, unwillingto do anything

Thornton suggested.
"Now, we will show you how Mr. Annis"

went on Mr. Shay.

DEAD KORESH CHIEF FAILED TO RISE.

Men Forced Into Stokehole When *Storm

Threatens Old Dominion Liner.
[By Telegraph to The Tribune.]

Richmond. Va., Dec. 36.— According to a. passen-
ger who arrived m Norfolk on the last trip of the
steamer Hamilton, of the Old Dominion Line, the

vessel had a narrow escape from disaster when an
incipient mutiny developed during the storm
Wednesday.

The severest part of the storm was* struck off
the coast of Delaware. The boat pitched violently

in the heavy sea and, despite the best efforts of the-
engines, drifted toward the shore. The captain
ordered the chief engineer to put on more steam
to save the vessel from being beached. The en-
gineer ordered all hands to the stokehole, but the
second shift, it is reported, refused to work. At the
point of a revolver they were forced into the hole
and ordered to work or be shot. They worked and

the vessel was saved.

Hn Injunction restraining the police from preventing
th* exhibition at the ikon Auditorium, in Brook-
lyn, the license of which was revoked on Thurs-
day with th* others. He granted an order, how-

F. V. 8. Oliver, jr. the new chief of the bureau
of licenses, was busy until a late hour last night
visiting the moving picture shows from which he
ha'1 received applications for a renewal of
licenses. There were only thirty-five such applica-
tions on file when he started to make his rounds
in an automobile. First be went to Brooklyn,
from which nine applications had been received.
Four of the places were found in such a condition
that a license was refused until changes were
made in the hall. In three other places no one In
authority to sign the license was found. It was
found that Cyrus B. Gale, who operates a place at
No. 605 Fulton street, was complying with the law.
and a new license was Issued to him.
In the afternoon Mr. Oliver visited ten places in

Manhattan.. Licenses for five were refused on the
ground that the protection for the spectators was
inadequate. The proprietors of four moving picture
shows refused to take' out the licenses for which
they had applied, saying they had decided to

await the result of tho appeal to the courts on the
right of the Mayor to revoke the old licenses. At
the tenth place, at SSth street and Third avenue,

a license was issued, the proprietor being willing
to agree not to operate on Sunday. He also visited
several more places and six of them he said It
would be impossible to Kraut licenses to.

. The new licences, which are being issued by Mr.
Oliver, have written in Ink across their face: "This
license is granted on the condition that the li-
censee does not operate or open on Sunday." The
man who accepts this license must sign it with
this stipulation. The legal fee of $23 Ml being ex-
acted by Mr Oliver, on the understanding tUat It

will be. returned If the Board of. Aldermen passes
a resolution providing that no fee be exacted for a
new license issued to a holder o? a license revoked
by the Mayor's order of Thursday.

Mr. Oliver has found conditions In his recent In-
vestigations which he believes warrant the sweep-
ing action of the Mayor, as many of the moving

picture halls are nothing more than rlre traps. He
found one ca.=»e where a red light marked "Exit"
led up a short flight of steps to a low window.
Opening the window, he found \u25a0 drop.of thirty
feet Into a well Such a place might well be a
death trap for scores of persons in a panic or
actual fire. Another such "exit" opened onto a
swimming tank. Another led into a blind alley.
There are dozens of cases where "exits" would
only lead persons to death Instead of safety In
case Of a sudden rush.

tend to detrrado morals, more than a aeore of let-
ters have been received since the Mayor's action
commending him for his course. Many of them
are pathetic, and the following is said to be a fair
sample of this kind:

The Injunction was obtained by Gustavus A.
Rogers, counsel for the Moving Picture Exhibitors'
Association, who earlier in the day had obtained
injunctions applying To only five or six places. An
order went out from Police Headquarters last night
informing commanding officers of the issuance of

the injunction, and advising them not to tak<» steps
apainst the moving picture shows, pending further
order*.
Before the Injunction was granted several places

operated their moving pictures so they could be
seen from the street, but no spectators were ad-
mitted.

Moving picture shows in all parts of the city, the

licenses for which v.-ere revoked by the Mayor on
Thursday, will not be interfered with to-day. Many

of them opened last night and did a rushing busi-
ness. This is in accordance with the term* of a
blanket Injunction, Issued by Justice Gaynor, in
the Supreme Court, late yesterday, restraining the
police from taking any action against the shows

pending the argument on their status in court to-
