The bottles have been delivered with a cap
of pasteboard Inserted about an eighth of an Inch
below the rim. The depression, the Board of
Health held, was a receptacle for dust, which got
Into the milk when the pasteboard was removed.
To protect the milk more thoroughly it was deter-
mined to re<-,ui-e a cap, and orders to that effect
were sent to dealers in pasteurized milk through-

out the city.

The Santa Maria College, at AH. a little place

between Messina and Catania, was overthrown,

several of the girl students being buried in the

ruins. The steamer PJemonte, according to word

received here, has arrived at Miiazzo with three

hundred women and children and fifty men who

were injured at Messina. After transferring

the wounded the Piemonto started back for the

stricken city.
Th.-re is no doubt that a large portion of Mes-

sina has been destroyed. To add to the effects
of the disaster, thieves were soon at work set-

ting fires at various points and stealing every-

thing they could lay their hands on. not stop-

ping at robbing the injured as they lay helpless

and the dead. Stores were broken into, and
great disorder and even terrorism prevailed for
a time. The authorities, however, promptly

took the most Ftringent measures to maintain
order, and those who were caught in acts of

Incendiarism and robbery were severely dealt

with.

Fornicr Disasters in Calabria —

Description of Messina.
Calabria is the centre of the earthquake district

In Southern Italy. Itis only a short distance from
Sicily. The last serious earthquake In Calabria
was early in September, 1906. Many towns and
villages were destroyed at that time, and between
2.000 and 3,000. persons lost their lives.

The King of Italy made a personal visit to
Calabria after the disaster, and superintended Hie
work of rescue and relief. The property damage

caused by that earthquake was not officially com-
puted, but the unofficial estimates varied from
$25,000,000 to $75,000,000. Among the phenomena ac-
companying the earthquake were showers of ashes
at Marmella and a tidal wave at Maida. A lew
day? later the same region felt another shock. A
month afterward, when work of reconstruction
had begun at Monteleone, a renewed convulsion
toppled over th-i houses which wore partially xe-
nuilt, and the people fled, saying that the curse of

"lid rested on their town.
There were slighter shocks in the Calabria* dis-

trict in the rest of that year and in 1906. On Octo-

ber 23, 1907. the same cities and villages underwent
a like catastrophe to the one two years before, and

the loss of life was estimated from 500 to 1,000.

The latest severe shock in the region was on Janu-
ary 23 of this year. There has been considerable
trouble over the distribution of relief funds in the
Calabrian district at different times, ami troops

have had to be called out to quell Incipient riots

Calabria is the southern part of the former King-

dom of Naples, and comprises the three provinces

of Coseasa, Calabria and Catanzaro. The Apen-

nines extend -hroutrh the region. In1753 Catanzaro
was destroyed by an earthquake, .['izz- Is in

Calabria, twenty-seven miles from Catanzaro. It

was in the castle there that Joachim ftfurat, one
Of Napoleon's marshals, whom he made King of

Naples was shot on October 13, IMS, the day after

'he landed there. The town has about 10.000 in-

habitants.
Messina is the second city in size in Sicily ana

has suffered severely in the past from earth-
quakes. The population Is about 150.000. It is a

seaport on the Strait of Messina, with a fine har-
bor, and exports fruit, olive oil, wine and silk.

The city has a cathedral and a university. It is of

great antiquity. It has been in the hands of

various peoples In successive ages, and was taken

by Garibaldi in *\u25a0* In 1831 It became part of

united Italy.

In the eighteenth century Messina was overtaken
by two overwhelming calamities-a plague, in 174*.

from which 40.000 persons died, and an earthquake

In 1783. which destroyed almost the entire town.

Messina lies on the line of contact of the pri-

mary and secondary formations, where earthquakes

between ABtna and Vesuvius are always most vio-

lent. A severe bombardment in September, ISSB,

by the Neapolitan troops also caused great dam-
age, and In IRT4 the cholera carried off .IS.WO vic-

tims. The earthquake of November, l&ii.also left

many traces of Its destructive force.

THE STRICKEN REGION.

Earthquake Tremors Lasting Over
an Hour Recorded.

Washington, Dec. 2?.— An earth shock of mod-
erate force, but quite prolonged, was recorded
by the Weather Bureau instruments !af=t night. The
investigation by Professor Marvin, the seismo-
graphlc expert of the bureau, to-day showed that
th-? disturbance, first felt at 11:31:25 o'clock last
night, with a second tremor at 11:40:30, lasted in all
over an hour. Professor Marvin estimated that the
great force of the earthquake was felt about forty-

eight hundred miles away, corresponding, ha said,
quite closely to the distance between Washington

and Calabria.
According to the Const and Geodetic Survey the

earthquake occurred "about thirty-five hundred
miles from Washington, probably in the Aleutian
Islands, Alaska

"
The Cheltenham (VIA.) magnetic

observatory of the survey recorded the tremors,

the maximum of which was recorded at fifty-two

seconds after midnight.
