The sum and substance of the offer of the
Interborough company is that the city shall
subsidize the New York & Queens company, and
by such subsidy enable the company to carry
people to 42d street, Manhattan, for 5 cents
Doubtless there are other companies that will
be glad to lower fares If a subsidy from the
city be forthcoming.

CAN MAKE NEW

The commission’s decision in no way prevents
the owners of the Steinway tunnel from making
another propesition to the city, but the offer
would have to be more advantageous to the
municipality. “It is doubtless unnecessary,”
sayvs the report, “to add that the commission de-
sires that the Steinway tunnel be put into opera-
tion at the earliest possible moment, and that
any reasonable proposal which would
any action by this commission to achieve
result will be given very careful consideration
by this commission.”

The majority report of the commission, which
is signed by all the members except Commis-
sioner Bassett, summarizes the reasons for the
commission’s refusal of the offer as follows:

made by Mr. Seaman. chief engineer to the com-
mission, who reported that it was in good phys-
ical condition, except for a few minor defects
which couid be remedied or were so unimpor-
tant as to be disregarded. Considerable work
must yet be done, including provision for ven-
tilation and drainage. completion of shafte, sta-
tions, track and lighting system, installation of
cables and =ignal system, etc Mr. Pegram,
chief engineer to the company, estimates this
work will cost $310,000.

CITY FACES BIG PROBLEM
Referring to the city's pressing need for ad-
ditional underground transportation facilities,
the report continues:

The city is face tc face with a tremendous
problem. The need for additional subways is
imperative. The funds of the city are limited,
and are nct sufficient at this moment to build
all the lines that ought to be constructed. It
is admitted that there are subways other than
the Steinway tunnel that would be of greater
walue to the city and that would be self-sup-
porting. As it is impossible at present to build
those that will not be self-supporting and also
those that will be, is it not wiser to spend what
inoney there is available upon the latter than
upon the former,

§ the city, the report implies that the company ap-

parently believes that it has a white elephant on
its hands which it would be glad to get rid of.
The report says:

No proposition has been made to the commis-
sion that the tlnm‘" from the Battery to the
Atlantic avenue station should be taken back by
the ecity. Why, then, should the public be asked
for the Steinway tunnel, w hich seems to
been undertaken without due foresight?
Does any one suppose that. if the company ex-
pected to make a profit from it, they would be
anxious to sell it to the city?

The proposition made by the Interborough
Rapid Transit Company is analyzed from a
financial point of view by Mr. Weber, chief
statistician of the commission, who presents
two sets of figures. . In one the cost of the tun-
nel is figured at § 40,000, and in the other it

is placed at $8,600,000. The latter sum ls the
emount which the company cialms to have ex-
pended on the tunnel.

For six hours yvesterday in the Supreme Court
at Flushirg Thornton Jenkins Hains, on trial for
the murder of William E. Annls, had to stand a

searching examination by the prosecution, in which

every effort was made to trip him up in his pre-
vious testimony, and at the end of the day he
left the stand a tired and weary man. who must
still face the same ordeal to-day

Under sharp cross-examination by the state’s
attorney the prisoner’s jaunty manner of the pre-
vions dayv quickly disappeared., and several times
he admitted that he could not remember the minor

details of the same testimony he had given on

Monday. Once, in a plaintive voice, the defendant

said:

I can't remember. I never was so tired in my
life. T have been five months in prison, and I'm
worn out.”

New lights were thrown on the allegad relation-
ships of Annis and Mrs. Claudia Halns, when the
defandant declared that several years ago, In
Marblehead, Mass., he became aware that Annis
and Mrs. Hains had stayed at the same hotel
Questioned by Justice Crane, Thornton Hains said
he never spoke of the relations between Mrs.
Hains and Annis to Captain Hains, and had re-
mained silent on the matter until last spring.

District Attorney Darrin’s method of cross-ex-
