Under
this plan compensation may b? ren<jpivd the ferry

company by a court of law.

BROOKLYN FERRY FIGHT ON TO-DAY.

Pressure on Stove Supply Pipe
Bursts Tube as She Sleeps.

Miss Julia Colman, on author, was found dead in
her home, at Nc. 626 Uth street, Brooklyn, yester-
day, from asphyxiation by illuminating gas. Miss
Colman cocked a light meal during the afternoon,

and in shutting off the flow of gas she failed to

turn the tap at the wall. The pressure on the
rubber connecting tub* burst it and th« gas filled
the room while Miss Colman dozed in her chair.

Miss Colman was eighty-one years old and was
literary secretary of the Woman's Christian Tem-
perance Union for nearly half a century. She re-
signed several years ago to devote more of her

time to literary work. She was born in Wisconsin
and became interested in the temperance move-
ment when a girl. She wrote several tracts and
pamphlets for the union and was the- author of

"Alcohol and Hygiene." "Readings on Beer" and

other books. She was also the author of "The
Lesson Book for Schools" and "The Boys and

Girls' Illustrated Bird Book." For many years

she was a contributor to "Health Culture." writing

article* on vegetarianism and hygiene. Miss Col-

man lived alone on the second floor of the 11in

street address. Her only livingrelatives are in

•Wisconsin and the Middle West and they have been
communicated with.

GAS FATAL TO AUTHOR.

"The people in Turkey were so ready for a con-
stitutional form of government that the ease with
which they procured it has probably astonished the
world," stated Klazim Bey to-day through en in-
terpreter.

"So it Is that the political and religious differ-
ence between Greek and Bulgarian, Armenian and
Jew, Christian and Mahometan were swept away,

and we have to-day a united, happy nation, looking

forward toward the end of accomplishing peace and
prosperity," he continued.

He predicted that th* harmony which had existed
among the various classes In Turkey since the
granting of the constitution and the opening of
parliament would be permanent. "For all find in

.the constitution a guarantee of their rights," he ex-
plained. "They find in th» constitution Just what
they have been fighting and contending for."

He added that there was no contest of parties in

Turkey to-day, and that there was only one party.

"And that one Is Turk." interjected the ambassador.
•Those who expected that the remarkable changes

in government would not be lasting. 'ha said, erred
because they did not fathom the depth of affairs.
"With a bad" administration, on the surface there
was evidence of trouble, he admitted. "But the
nation was healthy." he added. "The unanimous

consent by which the constitutional government was
adopted and the dignity with which the ehenge was
affected showed this."

"Work, Peace and Progress" Motto
of His Country.

"Work, peace and prog-
ress!" That is the motto of the new Turkey, ac-
cording to the message that Hussein Klazim Bpv,
first Turkish Ambasador to the United States and
first envoy of a constitutional Ottoman empire to
this country, brings to America.

Enthusiastic over the changes which ha\e given
his country a constitutional form of government
within the last year, the new ambassador, who ar-
rived in Washington yesterday, will endeavor to
convince America that hie nation has entered on
a new era that willbe permanent and make of his
land one of the irost prosperous on the face of the
earth.

and In a letter found In her room, at Wo. 43 South
Seventh avpnue. Mount Vernon, she hinted she
would end her life.

SUICIDE ASCRIBED TO GRIEF.

Retired Insurance Man Commits Suicide with

Wife in Next Room.

Henry Appelius, a former general agent of tha
New York I^ife Insurance Company, committed
suicide yesterday afternoon in his home, in St.
James Court. No. 214 West 92d street, by shooting.

Appelius, who was sixty-nine years old, had mf-
fered from lo<omot'"'r ataxia, and ItIs believed that

he became despondent because of his physical con-
dition. A few minutes before Appelius shot himself
he had told his wife he did not feel well, and, ex-
cusing himseif. lay down on a bed In an adjoining
room. Mrs. Appelius heard the report of a re-
volver a moment Inter, and found her husband
dead. Mr. Appelius retired from.the insurance busi-
ness tarelve. years npo. His se^nd marriage, to
Mips Harrk't Simpson, occurred ten years ago.

Fertilizer Company has finallybeen accomplished,
according to semi-official statements made to-day.

The company is capitalized at $50,000,000, equally

divided between common and preferred ttock. For
the present the corporation willissue only $30,000,-

000 of stock, $16,000,000 common and $15,000,000
preferred. J. P. Morgan & Co.. of New York, have
agreed to finance the merger. Of the stock to be
issued, it is understood that about $10,000,000 of the
common willbe given in payment for plants to be

taken over, and an equal amount of the preferred
will be bought by the present owners of the plants,

Hudson Memorial Span Will Take
Three Years to Build.

The Hudson Memorial Bridge, tha latest span de-
signed by the New York Bridge Department, is
probably more Interesting from an engineering

standpoint than any other around New York It

will link New York and Spuyten Duyvll.a suburb,

and will be a monlment to Henry Hudson, who
discovered the river that bears his ntm« nearly

three hundred years ago-
The bridge and she approaches will be about 1,600

feet long, with four arches of 106 foot apaa on
the Spuyten Duyvll side and three on the New
York side, with an enormous arch of 7W feet be-
tv-pen them. Tt will be of reinforced concrete. The
crown of the main arch wHI measure 185 feet alove
Spuyten Duyvll Creek, or fifty feet fcigher than
the floor of the Brooklyn Bridge above the Kaat
River.

Toe abutment* of the arch will be concrete piers,
110 feet wide. SO feet long by 180 feet high, Joined
to the bridge approaches. I^arge globes represent-
ing the earth will top both piers. Separate floors
for the subway and street traffic will be provided,
supported by concrete piers S feet thick, rein-
forced hy latticed .columns riveted to the *t*el
frame. The iower one, 66 feet wide. Is for subway
tracks, pipe galleries and water mains. The ujper

willoverhang the lower and -Rill have a fifty-'oot

roadway, besides two wide sidewalks.
An elaborate system of framing will be necea-

pary to support concrete forms. These must
b<> kept on for at least four months after they are
filled and during this time the concrete must be
sprinkled with water and protected from the win.
When they are removed others will be erected for
the piers tarrying the floorF. It wlf take three
yeßr? to complete tho work.

The greatest stress on the concrete wlli not be
more tnnn 750 pounds a square Inch, and on tha
steel 2<t.(*oo pounds a square inch, which are both
well within the safety limits. Tho total weight of
the span will be about 148.600 tons.

Death of George D. Emery Removes Leading j

Party in Controversy with Nicaragua.
Washington. Jan. 10.

—
With the death of George

D. Emery In Boston yesterday there was eliminated
the leading figure In an international controversy.

In1898 Mr Emery obtained a mahogany conces-
sion from the Nicaraguan government for which he
paid $100,000. Included In the concession grant
was a clause providing for the construction of a
railroad to be used for conveying logs, and which
was to be completed and turned over to the Nicar-
aguan government In 1914. the time set for the ex-
piration of the concession. •

It Is contended on behalf of Mr. Emery and his
company that in 1906. when more than one-half of
the railroad had been built. President Z»-laya. of
Nicaragua, annulled the concession, laid an em-
bargo on the company's property and stopped Its
works. Following this President Zelay* directed
that Hint tie brought, and in 1907 the Nicaraguan
courts rendered Judgment for half a million dollars
against the Emery company for Its 'allure to com-
plete and deliver the railroad, it is asserted, seven
