MME.UELBa's FAREWELL.

Closes Her Season at tht Manhattan
Ijast Night.

In choosing Rlgoletto" for the vehicle of her
farewell at the Manhattan last night. Mme. Melba
provided herself with a peculiarly felicitous back-
ground for her personality. This opera offers op-
portunity for the exploitation of every phase of
feeling and of art within her range. Tn It she
may ravish the ears of those who love singing for
the pake of singing, and there are moments of a
deeper, more dramatic significance, of whtcn. hap-
pily, she took upon this occasion the fullest ad-

'
vantage. The greet Interest of her performance <
resided, In fact. In the delicacy and authority with i
whi'-h she developed her different passing
easily from purely lyric passages into the rich
emotional vein which makes Verdi's appeal so
potent and so lasting. The house, of course, fully
aware, or the sentimental aspect of the evening,
abundantly lavished its sympathies upon the de-
parting prima donna. There were numerous bursts
of applause— indeed, some of them were more gen-
erous than dlscreewthreatenlng to Impede the
progress of the opera. One. could hardly regret
them, however, for Mme. Melba took her leave of
us for the season, giving with both hands from
her fine resources She made a winning and seem- i
ingly artless Glida, but one could divine beneath
the spontaneous effect achieved an essentially con-
scientious and well pondered conception.

INAUGURAL BALL HIT.

House Opposes Use of Pension
Building for It.
[ '-- T-— Trfbms Bureau.]

Washington. lan. 11.- The House to-day, in com-
mittee of the whole. voted apalnst allowing the,
use of the Pension Office for the Inaugural ball.
This action, if conclusive, would probably mean
the elimination of the ball from the programme
this year, but as the House itself has to ratify the
action of the committee, of the whole house. It is
probable that the vote will be changed and the
Pension Office turner! over to the local committee
for th» ball. The vote came late this afternoon,
when few members were In their seats, and was
58 to 38.

hate on the question lasted five hours. The
Democrats voted solidly again; t the proposal, and
they were reinforced by a number of Republicans
who believn that th«» hall Is an unnecessary and
uncomfortable exhibition and should be abolished.

sentative Sherman in th*ir rark« to do some elec-
tioneering. Even the opponents of the bill do not
believe that they can Induce the House to vote

against it.

A Repetition of "Jm JValhf."
Why the first effort." of the general manager of

the Metropolitan Opera House and his prin-
cipal ftal'an conductor should have been de-
voted to the production of two operas which have
never established themselves even In their native
Italy will probably cause some bewilderment to '
the future historian of opera in New York. In the
present heated condition of the public mind several
explanations might be offered and accepted, though
they would be humiliating to the new administra-
tion of \u25a0 the proud lyric theatre in upper Broad-
way. Mary friends of good opera are» fearful of
the Influences which emanate from Italy; they
dread the policies of Italian impresarios, Italian
publishers and Italian singers, and would not like
to see them dominant here. There Is no need of j
alarm. It Is not likely that the vicious features of
the foreign system willhe permitted to take deep
root at the Metropolitan Opera House, which
represents so much that is characteristically
American from a social as well as a financial
point of view, that its owner- will always have a
watchful eye upon It. It would be much better if
those owners were themselves the purveyors of the
entertainment, as they were during tire seven years
Of the German regime, and were to administer the
affairs of the establishment as those of the best
municipal theatres of Europe are administered. j
But since this does not seem desirable to them, they j
will,no doubt, find means tn tha powers whfch they
have reserved to enforce a high and dignified
standard upon the lessee company. it is not likely,;

at least, that they will again be called upon to re-
buke the director of the house for the detestable
character of one of Ms offerings, as was the case
with Mr. Conried and "Salome."
