Clean Scores Rule in Auto Run to
Philadelphia and Back.

Mrs. Joan Newton Cuneo, in a Lanecia runabout,
was the first of the contestants to finish in the
two davs' run of the Women's Motor Club of New
York from this eity to Philadelphia and return.
