REFUSES CHECKBOOK.

"Beauty Doctor/ Who Made Fort-
une, Shoots Himself at Seagate.

John H. Woodburyi who for years advertised
himself as a dermatologist, with an. office at No.
30 West 22d street, committed suicide at the Sea
Cliff Inn. Seagate, yesterday morning by shooting

himself. Louis Bower, the caretaker of the inn.
found Woodbury's body burled beneath burning

blanket.', which probably caught fire when the
pistol was discharged. After throning \u25a0 pitcher

or water on the burning blankets Bower snatched
them from the Ded and threw them out cf a win-

dow. He then ran out of the bedroom and tele-
phoned to the Reception Hospital at Coney Island.

Dr. Kline responded to the summons and upon his

arrival said Woodbury was dead.
Woodbury was fifty-eight years old. H«» owned

the Sea Cliff Inn, and lived there all the year

round. When the inn was built, about six years

ago. Woodbury intended to use It as a sanatorium,

but' ho changed his mind and lived there himself.
Ip the winter norths no one except Woodbury

lived In the hotel.
On Thursday Woodbury was arrested on the com-

plaint of Stephen A. Emmons. a contractor, of

Neck Road and Oravesend avenue, Brooklyn. on
the charge of slander. Emmons had completed

some work for Woodbury recently, but he said that

Woodbury did not pay him tot all he had done.

Emraons then filed a mechanics lien against Wood-

bury for $12,000. He alleged that Woodbury called
him "a thief and a crook." Woodbury was arrest-

ed later, and was balled out by William Hennessy.

proprietor of the Atlantic Hotel. Coney Island.

It was said yesterday that Woodbury had not

killed himself on account of his recent arrest, be-

cause he had laughed over the matter among his

friends and had taken It as a Joke. Benjamin O.

Patterson, Woodbury's lawyer, said he knew no

reason why his client should have taken his life.
Woodbury leased the Sea Cliff Inn to Mrs. Er-

nestine Dillon, but she is now with her husband
in California- and has not yet heard of Wood-
bury's death

Woodbury was one of th« first "beauty doctors

to establish an office in this city. His advertise-

ments were printed and pasted all over when he

started In business, and on every notice was a

picture of himself./ He became wealthy, and a few

years ago sold out his criminal company to his

cousin. William Woodbury. His company after-

ward got Into trouble; with the State Medical So-

ciety because of the quality of the ingredient* used

in soap It sold.
John H. Woodbury was married twice. His first

wife died about eighteen years ago. Shortly after

tie married again, but separated from his wife

after a mutual agreement, paying her I*ooa month
alimony. Woodbury and his wife met frequently

rTte wVs said that Woodbury left an estate valued
at ».OnO.OU<>. H« leaves a lister. Miss Sarah Wood-
bury of Lawrence, Mass., and a cousin VIIIdam
Woodbury . of this city. He will be buried near
his home in Salem, Mass.

Milk Committee of A. I.C. P. Must Have
$25,000 or Give Up Stations.

"Unless we can 'raise $25,000. the \u25a0even milk depots
established last rammer in New York City by the
milk committee of the Association for Improving
the Condition of the Poor will have to be closed."
was the statement made yesterday by Wilbur C.
Phillips, secretary of the committee.

Mr. Phillips said the seven depots whose exist-

ence was Jeopardized had been providing milk for
hundreds of babies during the last six months. "In
our depot in Henry^treet alone," he added, "more
than one-third of the babies now alive and well
were In a moribund condition when brought there.
Every other depot has a similar story."

Each of the milk committee's depots is in charge

of a trained nurse, who Is assisted by a helper ami
a volunteer corps of twenty-nine city physicians,
who from time to time examine the mothers and
babies, prescribe medicines and the proper food
for the infants and instruct the mothers in the
care of their little ones. Modified and pasteur

milk is dispensed at eoet; or for as much as the In-
dividual can pay. Inmany cases the milk Is given
away.

The establishment and maintenance of the milk
depots have cost much more than was expected at
the time of their foundation. Up to the Ist of

this month the association had contributed more
than half the total amount of money spent, more
than $l .0«>. Owing to a heavy drain on the re-
sources of. the association during the. last few
months for immediate relief among the poor it In
unable to turn over more funds to the milk com-
mittee at the present time.

Dr. Henry L. Wheeler, a dentist, of No. 264 West
23d street, who obtained the temporary injunction
restraining John H. Gray, the contractor f<»r the
foundation, and the Bridge Department, said yes-
terday that he was acting for other taxpayers and
for himself.

Pursuant to the recommendation of the commit-
tee authorized by the forty-first national encamp-
ment. Grand Army of the Republic, and appointed
"to take Into consideration th« fitting celebration
of the one hundredth anniversary of the birth of
Abraham Lincoln." which made a report to the
forty-second national encampment that was unani-
mously adopted, the undersigned, having been \u25a0] •

pointed a committee to prepare a programme for

the occasion, met in New York City. October 19,
UM, and submit the followingas the result of their
deliberations: . ,

1. That the eominander-ln-chief be requested to

invite the President of the United States. Governors
of states an.l territories and Mayors of cities to
participate with the Grand Army of the Republic
In public recognition of the centennial anniversary

Of the birthday of Abraham Lincoln. February 15,

1909 and by proclamation, as far as practical.
recommend 'that the day be observed *» a special
holiday.

Iregard the proposal as eminently proper. It

will be from every point of view desirable to

observe this hundredth anniversary of th- birth

of Abraham Lincoln M a special holiday. I

recommend that Congress pass a law authoriz-
ing me to issue a proclamation setting apart

this day as a special holiday.
