BUMP-THE- BUMPS FOR MOTORISTS.

Railroad Crossings on Long Island To Be

Guarded in This Way.

President Ralph Peters of the Long Island Rail-
road has directed that the “bump-the-bumps’ plan
compel automobilists to pause before crossing
raiiroad tracks be tried experimentally on Eastern
Long Island. The “bump-the-bumps” will have a
therough trying out under the supervision of the
rallroad’'s official corps of engineers. If they prove
effective, ““bumps,” hummocks, will be placed
on either side of the rallroad tracks at every cross-
ing on long Island

Chief Engineer Szvage has prepared drawings to
scale for the “bumps,” which are to be introduced
first at some crossroad other than a macadam road
in Suffolk County. The “bumps” will be five and
a half inches high, rising and falling within eight
feet. That, Chief Engineer Savage believes will
cause any driver who does not court wreck to slow

to

down or stop. After the first “bumps’ are con-
structed they will be tried by engineers in auto-
mobiles. 1f necessary, the height will be increased

or decreased
