The structure will extend 100 feet In New York

It will be built of Indiana limestone
and willhave a red tile roof. The building willbe
seam heated and willi>e strictly fireproof through-
out. It is the only church of its kind in Bn-

As in all Christian Scientist churches, th<re wU be
a foyer In front—in this case the foyer will be on
the New York avenue side— lur^e enough to hold thr-

entire congrf-eation. In the rear of th« Coves Will
be the auditorium, where the seats will be so ar-
ranged that each member may hear and be heard.
Back of the auditorium will be the Sunday school.
The estimated cost of the structure le $30,000. The
architect is Henry Ives Cobb, of No. 42 Broadway,
Manhattan.

With large cities as their centres the men of
nearly all Protestant bodies are organizing for the
purpose of securing more effective work in the
churches and in the denominations. This is a
movement which Is growing- rapidly and of willed
the evidence Is seen this year in the Episcopal, th-»
Presbyterian, the Baptist, the Congregational, the
Methodist, the Reformed and other denominations.
It is a movement which, Its leaders point out, do-
not waste any time In empty criticism of ecclesi-
astical machinery. Itdoes not protest at the inac-

tion of Church authorities, rather does it point out
to Church and denominational officials religious

work to be done, and then undertakes not only to
supply thie means to do It but the men to do It,

Inpractically allof the religious bodies this new
co-operative spirit is warmly welcomed by those
in authority. Bishop Greer. of New York, has cvi.
gone so far as to create a central body of laymen

•with whom he can advlso regarding problems con-
fronting the Eplsoopal Church In his diocese. In
other cities. Including Plttsburg. Buffalo, Louisville,

Baltimore, Springfield, Bridgeport, Syracuse *»• !

Wheeling, Episcopal laymen have organized for
the purpose of helping along the work of the r
Church.

The Baptists of New York arß talking about \u25a0

new organization -vhlch shall be able to raise
money for church extension, for the endowment of
downtown churches, to study conditions and oppor-

tunities In the city and its suburbs and for educa-
tional work. The Baptists have missionary societies

In New York, but Baptist men, like those of other
bodies, see work lying: undone which exlbtiru
societies cannot undertake, and they are trying to
help.

Presbyterians have In Brooklyn and In one or
two other centres unofficial organizations of m»n
whose sole purpose Is to work for the extension
of the. Church. They co-operate with loral pres-
byteries and they are furnishing the energy to ac-
complish work which the official presbyteries, un-
aided. could not <1-->. The Reformed Church ha« re-
cently had organized for the. New York district,
where this Church was planted nearly three hun-
dred years ago. a church extension society. It
was held to he needed because the ecclesiastical
organization of the Reformed Church In th.< met-
ropolitan district consists of nine, local bod •\u25a0-. each
known as a ciassis. Because of this division of
authority there was no official body to study the
needs of the section as a whole, and consequently
the unofficial one was created.

InChicago a large organization of Congregational
men has been taking 'he lead In evangelistic effort,
and all over the country, in the denominations
named and others, what is known as the Brother-
hood movement is spreading, especially in the*
cities, and the men's organizations in local chun Ies
are enlisting for service.

In missionary matters also the laymen are tak-
ing a n<*w and leading part. Increasingly Is it
true of denomination after denomination that mis-
sionary leadership is passing from official and un-
official missionary boards and societies.
