This
amendment would modify the provision that the
boundary water" shall not be polluted by sewage or
other matter "rib as to endanger health."

Secretary Root, when he discusser! the convention
with the committee, pointed out that this did not
prohibit nil pollution, and that it would be as much
to th* interest of lhe fnited State* as to that of
Canada to prevent pollution to a point which would
endanger health. It I.?' urged by many Senators.
however, that on most of the boundary waters the
large cities arc on the American side. and that the
provision will lead to disputes. Lrfike Ohamplaln

was cited at the meeting as an example of a body

of water already used extensively to carry away

s^waee. and which, under the -• ' would become
a,subject of contention.

A* told in these dispatches tins morning. Senator*
Smith. of Michigan; Heyburn. of Idaho, and Nel-
son, of Minnesota, had filed briefs of their objec-
tionp to the convention with the chairman of the
committee, Rid Mr. Anderson proceeded to deal
with them seriatim.

Before the committee adjourned Mr. Anderson
promised to prepare brief* answering all the objec-

tion." presented. An attempt willbe made to ratify

the treaty as- soon as these briefs are received and
digested, presumably next Wednesday or Thursday,

and if that is not successful, the convention will
probably go over until the special session.

known that any amendment will defeat the conven-
tion. Mr. Anderson expressed the belief, neverthe-
less, that Mr. Riyt-r would be able to persuade

Ca.nada to acreo to the slight change demanded
with regard to the pollution of boundary waters.

portunity for advancement. We should make
our elementary courses of «.uch a character that
the. ordinary student would see that the prose-
cution of the entire course was worth while.
Wo mv»( realizes that to bring our young men
and our young women Into proper opportunities
lor usefulness is an appropriate branch of our
educational equipment. We have only begun
tho development of our common schools, and
this Is but one phase of our activity.

We are proud of the judicial work. We are
proud of the eminent men who have adorned our
bench, and no one more than 1 recognizes the
respect which is due to the authority of the
courts and the necessity for maintaining: that
respect If we are to have sure founded, free in-
stitutions. But there is a lamentable lack of
propriety and industry in connection with the
work of our lower courts, particularly our crim-
inal courts; and we must see to Itin this town
and throughout the state that by Improvement
in machinery we shall secure a better .admin-
istration of Justice in those courts, which touch,
perhaps, alone two-thirds of all our population.
It is not too much to say that some of our

judicial processes at this time are a disgrace to
civilization. We find to a very largo extent our
courts crammed with negligence cases. We find
employers paying large sums for insurance
against liability on their part as employers. We
find perhaps 30 per cent of all this amount paid
for Insurance ever reaching tho&e who arc- actu-
ally Injured or incapacitated through injury.
We find in the prosecution of our ordinary proc-
esses of justice attorney/; receiving from 30 to
50 per cent of all that may be collected in con-
nection with certain classes of injuries.

It Is a standing Indictment of our present
methods, and we must by observation and care-
ful analysis find out in time what can properly
be done to remedy such an obvious defect. We
are at the beginning of our civilization. It is
easy for us, gathered together under circum-
stances like these, when men of ability and
talent and a fair degree of prosperity may con-
gratulate themselves upon their individual ac-
complishments, to forget how far short the sum
total of these accomplishments is of what we
should endeavor to achieve. We must constant-
ly be energized and look to the future. We
must hitch our wagons to a star. Ibelieve in
idealism. Ibelieve in holding: to the Ideals of
this Republic. They are ideals closely asso-
ciated with freedom ofindividual opportunity.

Strongly as Ibelieve in regulation of those
enterprises which affect the public interest, I
recognise with all of you the supreme impor-

tance of holding forth a worthy reward for per-
severing and honest effort. Iam with the man
who wants to open avenues for individual un-
dertaking, but at the same time Iwould recog-
nize what Is necessary in our collective work.
We have these great questions connected with
our judicial problems to be solved.

CONDITIONS NEAR DISGRACE.
The time is not po far distant when wo will

regard it as little short of a disgrace that we
should ever have existed in conditions like
these, when our courts perhaps should be bur-
dened by one-third of their work, and accom-
plish little of the purposes of Justice. These
things can be attined only by constant stifdy, by
unremitting effort.

We hay*% in addition, our great public works.
We de.sire to make communication more easy.
ay« want the avenues of trad** opened. Wo do
not desire competition unjust and Improper with
those enterprises which have 'beer, established by
hard work and conspicuous ability, but we do
want the commerce of the future to have
abundant course and to have that healthy
activity which must depend in the last analysis
upon absolute freedom of intercommunication.

Therefore it is that Iam wry desirous that
the public works of the state connected with
our artificial waterways should be Intelligently
prosecuted. W» want our water powers de-
veloped. Ihave seldom Been any more severe
Indictment of a civilized community than that
which has been presented in connection with
the report of our water supply commissioners
with regard to the water power which is daily
running to waste in this state. These arc- mat-
ters which must receive our attention. We can
secure a great advancement Industriallyin this
state, but we should d* alive to the tided and
realize that collective effort is necessary, and
we should make every endeavor to secure it. to
make it possible, to make it efficient, to have it
honest.

Now. Inconnection with all this work, where
the state is d?sired to make progress in the in-
terest of all the citizens of the state, what is
essential'? It is absolutely essential that we
should have faithful representation. Iask no
on» to take account of particular plans or to

abdicate his convictions. T have never asked a
single man connected with the .state govern-
ment to surrender bis convictions to me for any
price or under any conditions. Ihave a pro-
found confidence in the merit of argument and
in the presentation of sound reasoning. Despite
what has been said with regard to the necessary

extension of opportunity in the public schools,

we have great reason for congratulation upon
the wide extension that we note of the Intelli-
gence of our people. Never before have there
horn 50 many voters in the community who
kn»w what thrv were voting for. Never has
ther.? been a time when there was so much
actual knowledge of existing facts and such a
wide diffusion of information.

WANTS POLITICAL BOYCOTT ENDED.
But with all that we must constantly en-

deavor to give the widest possible play to
that intelligence and to the sound publicopinion
which results from that diffusion of informa-
tion. Iwant to see the methods of the black-
list and the boycott in connection with our#

po-
!Stscal parties done away with. !want to see
the time pass when anybody can assume the
role of dictator of a free city.
Ido not care what your politics may be.

whether you agree with me or not: Isimply
stand for the free expression of the will of the
people through th* party system, in order that
(•very leadership and every representative may
stand upon the expressed willof its constituents.
And therein Ipee the hope of the community.
We are not bom to eervltude of any character.
We are not in any way committed to this man
or that man. The happiest day for the mem-
ber of the Legislature is whe nhe can say to
Mr. A. or to Mr. 8.. "Ihave don*» my duty, and
lam ready to account. to those who elected me."
It Is the salvation of the public officer

The matter if not one of personal conse-
quence to me. Nothing Iregret more than an
alignment of so-called Hughes men and anti-
Hughes men. lam not In issue. It makes no
persona] difference to me what becomes of any
particular controversy with regard to matters
of debate so long a.<= 1 can make sure that Iam
right and that time will vindicate the position
that has been taken.

What Iam moil concerned with is the prog-
ress and prosperity of the great state of which
we are all so proud. Iwant to see our public

works conducted with the utmost efficiency. I
want to see opportunities for education en-
larged. Iwant to see the law's delay* dimin-
ished. Iwant to see our courts relieved of bur-
dens unjustly thrown upon them by a. system
which conduces to the benefit of ambulance
chasers and of particular sets of attorneys, and
has little for the benefit of the injured or the
worklugiueii,
Idesire to we politics free and pure so far as

human nature will permit- Do not suppose that

Icherish any delusion with regard to either poli-

tics or human nature. Iwas not born yester-
day. The longer Ilive the more persuaded I

become at the necessity for every man's com-
fort of the possession of true philosophy. The
happiest moments, perhaps, that Ienjoy are in
the midnight hour when Iread the discourses
of Bpictetus No. we are not contemplating a
Utopia. It is not that we desire to press men
beyond what they can normally achieve. It Is
simply that we should have a recognition of our
opportunities as citizens, and our duty as citl-

7ens of the great state that we are so fortu-
nate In having our citizenship in.

GOVERNOR FORT SPEAKS

Governor J. Franklin Fort of New Jersey, intro-

duced »v» another Governor of the same stamp

fl« Mr Hughes, spoke of the new responsibilities

which people have placed upon the. governors

of late.

Comprehensive Plan of Improve-

ments Advocated.
fFmm Th« Tribune Bureau

Washington. Jan. 30.— "During my service in th»
House of Representatives Ihave been irrpressed
more with the lack of a general r-nmpre' -ensive

plan for the Improvement of the rivers mid har-
bors that could be made available for aaVtgatlon

than with any other branch 9t the pillH< <=rr-
vfea."

This statement was called forth to-day from
James A. Tawney. of Minnesota, chairman of the
Committee on -Appropriations, largely on account

of the activity which the friends of improved

waterways are showing at the present session of
1 'ongresa, growing out of the many conventions held
in the last year having for their object a crys-

tallization of sentiment for the betterment of the
rivers and harbor? of the United States.

Continuing, Mr. Taw,ney said: "Representing, as
Ido. a district that does hot hay« a navigable

river in It.Inaturally have not interested myself

as much In this subject as Iotherwise would have

done. The Mississippi River forms the northern
and eastern boundary of my district for a distance
of about seventy-five miles. The. improvement of

the upper Mississippi has heretofore been provided

for by permanent annual appropriations; therefore
the subject of river and harbor improvements i-

one that has not been of direct special interest to

the people Irepresent. Since Ihave been at the

bead of the Committee or. Appropriations, how-
ever, it has been my duty to consider the estimates

for river and harbor Improvements under pre-
vious authorizations, and the information hue ob-

tained has impressed me with the necessity of a
more comprehensive policy, for the Improvement

in. development of water navigation than we

have hitherto had. It was this that prompt*-.! me
two or three years ago to urge In the House the
adoption of a plan for the deepening of tl \u25a0• chan-

nel Of the Mississippi from the mouth of the Mis-

souri to the head of navigation on that river to a

depth of -six feet. -which plan has been adopted,

and a full and complete estimate of the cost has

been made by the engineers of the War Depart-

ment.

"To make definite and certain, when this plan is

carried out and the improvement completed, so that

those who would utilize the improved river for
navigation might prepare to do so, in advance of

the completion of the improvement, '\u25a0 have at this

session of Congress Introduced n bill authorizing

the Secretary of War to contract for work under

the plan in the amount of $2,000,000 per annum,

which will complete the improvement of tie river

in about nine years, instead of in forty years, as
now proposed.

"There is one danger, however, which the friends

of waterway betterment will encounter If they do

not exercise care- and are not conservative In their

demands. That is. their project as a whole, em-

braced in what they are now seeking mainly, a
broad and comprehensive plan for the development

of 'all waterways and the completion of projects

which Involve the construction of artificial water-
ways, may be so large and require the expenditure

of- so much money as to make impossible the adop-

tion and carrying out of the plan because of the

limited revenues of the government; or it may be

that the plan is made Impossible becausi of the

opposition among the 'people generally to Iie crea-

tion of an enormous bonded indebtedness for the

purposes of improving the rivers, barbers and

canals of the country.
"The, plan, therefore, should not alone be compre-

hensive, but practical as well, and it should be pre-

pared bo as to avoid rousing the op].oslt.on that

would necessarily result from the fact that its ex-

ecution cannot be effected out of the current reve-

nues of the government or by making necessary a

resort to bonds.
