Albany, Jan. SO.—A decrease of more than twenty

thousand marriages in New York State during 190S.
as compared with tt>o7. is shown in the official rec-
ords of the State Health Department. The total
number of marriages In 1907 was 96.216, while in
1908 there were about 74,000. This condition is at-
tributed to the marriago license law, which went
into effect about a year aso.

The largest fallingoff is noted in counties s'tnated
near the border line, where, prior to the enactment

of the new law, oovples from other states having;
a marriage license law found it convenient to get
married.

Deaths in the state last year totalled a fow
moro than 138.000, the lowest since 1903. while the
death rate for the year was 16.L. the smallest 1n

twenty years. Tin &verag:e rate for (be la?t five
years was 17.2. The decrea&e in the number of

deaths is attributed to soms extent to the success
In the use of antitoxin in the cases of diphtheria
and to the better saniiary rules which limit epi-
demics of typhoid foyer. Cancer, however, is in-
creasing rapidly as a cr.use of death. Rochester
showed the lowest death rate of the larger cities,

while the rate for Schenectady was below 14.
The records show en increase in the number of

births in 1908. In 1907 the number was 196.000, but
provision lias not jet been made for an accurate
recording of. births inall localities.

BIG MARRIAGE DECREASE.

This City to Get $1,632 £25— T0tal
Amount Is $4,684,804.

Albany, Jan. 20.—Commissioner Draper cf the
State Department of Education announced to-day
the apportionment of the public school moneys for
li>o9 and mailed to each school commissioner of the
state a certificate showing the apportionment to
his county. The total amount apportioned is $4,684,-
804. an Increase of $133,729 over last year. This In-
crease Is due mainly to the employment of 1,827
more teachers In 1307-08 than were employed in
1906- 'O7,

New York City receives the largest amount, its
share being $1,632,325. The balance is divided
among 10,595 rural school districts and 47 cities.
Half the money will be paid to the several county

treasurers on March 1. and the remainder before
May 15.
