INNOVATIONS FOR FI.EET.—It is a qnisrtsnu
within the Navy Department to what bureau shall
!*• assigned the subjects of aeronautics and wire-
less telegraphy, now carried under the bureau of
equipment. It Is proposed to have the bureau of
navigation attend to those matters hereafter, al-
though, at least under the present administration,
ballooning will play a way Bnmll part in the con-
siderations ef naval strategy. It is regarded as still
In the initial stage of experimentation, and conser-
vative officers believe that no grrat expense should
be incurred, so far as the navy is concerned, until
aeroplanes or dirigibles have been rendered more
controllable as vehicles from which to discharge
high explosives.

This willbe done by purchasing material
which will enable the construction of litters on
those cars, at no great expense or trouble. It IS
this material which will be laid aside to be used
la emergency. The medical officers will soon con-
duct experiment* with baggage and freight cars to
ascertain the best method of maintaining thisemergency fxiuipment.

NEW HAVERSACK RATION.— commissary
general of the army has received from his repre-
sentatives in New York the latest samples of the
articles which will make up the new haversack
ration. Difficulty has been encountered by the ex-
perts in obtaining a satisfactory covering for the
articles, and further experiments willhave to be
made along these lines. This Is especially so as
regards pepper inclosed in a capsule which is found
to be easily breakable. The sugar is wrapped in
paper,- es is the salt, both being compressed into
cubes. The coffee is similarly compressed and cov-
ered with paraffine. These articles are to be prut
up la packages sufficient to furnish c. ration for one
man for one day, together with two packages of
hard bread and a can of bacon. There will be
larger cases of this ration, bo aa to facilitate its
distribution to an organisation in the field. After
the preliminary problems of preservative envelopes
have been settled, it will be necessary to subiect
the haversack ration to a practical test. Including
that of Its keeping qualities.
