It was
1 by a vote of 46 to b. hen Mr. Cameron offered
his direct nomination resolution &s a substituts, but
was ruled out of order, and the ruling of Douglas
Mathewson, the chalrman, was sustained by the
same vote.

“There are flve shows in New York I would close i

if T had my way,” said Charles Burnham, president
of the Theatrical Managers' Association of New
York. after he had finished reading vesterday the
eermon preached by Archbishop Farley in St. Pat-
rick's Cathedral on Sunday. Archbishop Farler
referred to certain plays on Broadway &as “orgies
of obscenity,” end sald:

We see men and women old enough to know bet
ter setting avil examples. We see men hoary with
age inspiring with evil the minds of the young
They go to the theatres and to public places in
shamelessness, and bring with them Yyoungsters
who cannot escape contagion.

“I don’'t say that we should have a stage censor-
ship,” sald Mr. Burnham. ‘No one wants to see

a censorship, and it would be a tremendous power |
! Farman and Delagrange.

to put in the hands of a Policey Commissioner of
New York—too great a power. These things go in
cycles, and just as =oon as the managers find out
that the public is tired of obscenity and ready for
& change we will see a return tc decency.

“Archbishop Farley was right. There are shows
running on Broadway to-day to which no right-
minded man would take his mother or his wife or
his sister. All this talk about the theatre teaching
gerimons or moral lessons is bosh. Its mission is
purely one of entertainment, and it isn't the moral
=entiments but the ‘rank cracks’ and ‘rough stuff
that get the applause. The man who tries to de-
celve himself by declaring that one of these flith;
spectacies {8 of moral or educational value is simply
& degenerate,

“As for fixing the biame, that is a difficult mat-
ter. The actor and the manager produce what they
know the public wants; the press declares that a
certain show is fiithy or lewd, and the public flocks
to the theatre and pays any price to get inside tie
doors. Perhaps they are all partiy at fault.

“It is all traceable to the fact that we permit
the portrayal of sacred things on the stage. Such
plays as ‘The Servant in the House’ &nd ‘The
Paasion Play’ are not aducational, but entertain-
ment, pure and simple. They strip us of
reverence for holy things and turn the temple over
to the money changers. No word from the Bihle
—cartainly not from the New Testament—should
ever be permitted on the stage.”

Mr. Burnham's statements were mnot generaly
conceded by his fellow managers. Daniel Froh-
man. for instance, would not admit that degener-
acy had taken hold of the stage. He sald the fact
that there were a number of unheaithy showe in
town was not & reasonable premise upon which o
build the argument that the stage wes wholly Im-
moral.
