The winner has reason to be proud of his victory.

The Greek who ran the first race carried a message

of peace— announcement of a great victory. This
breasß) trophy, superbly executed, represents the
nsmsr bearing aloft the olive branch. It Is most

fitting that it should be given on this anniversary
of the birth of the man who did so much to re-
unite the peopie> of a great nation. *o the man who
has be*-, successful In this contest.'"

BIG GAMES IN GARDEN.

Another Challenge To Be Issued for
the Davis Cup.

Dr. James Dwight. the "father of American lawn
tennis." occupied the chair at the twenty-eighth

annual meeting of the United States National La^n
Tennis Association last night. More than -^ne

hundred of the clubs comprised in the national
governing body were, represented by delegates and
proxies when the meeting was called to order in
the Waldorf- Astoria.

A. L. Hoshkins's report indicated considerable
gTowth. Twenty new clubs were admitted, and
altogether the growth of the sport and Its Increas-
ing popularity in this country was made plain.

How well the international matches for the Davis
Challenge cup were managed was Indicated by

Dr. Dwlght. The playing of the competitions tn

this country, the sending of Frederick B. Alexander
and Beals C. Wright to Australia, and other mat-

ters entailed considerable expense, yet the whole

was so well managed as to the gate as to show

a profit of COO over all expenses. The report of

ißiohard Stevens, thn treasurer, however, showed a
•hrlnka«e. but the receipt of America's portion

of the Australian gates, which will amount to

$1,500. will place the association upon a better foot-

Ing than last year
