Fischer-Hansen Refused Warner's
Request to Bring Suits.

At the Tombs prison yesterday, Carl Fischer-
Hansen was unable to say why his name had been
mentioned In a note left by Charles Warner, the
English actor, who committed suicide on Thursday
night.

Fischer-Hansen said be had bad no business rela-
tions with the actor, but had known him for about
two years. He had always acted in a peculiar

manner, the lawyer said.
"Ifirst made the acquaintance of Warner about

two years ego," Flscher-Hansen said. "He cama
Into my.office and asked me to start suit against

Mrs. Leslie Carter. He rambled on in a disjointed
way, tellingme a story that Mrs. Carter had triad
to detain him In her apartment. He wanted me to

bring suit against her for unlawful detention.
From his appearance and remark*, Ithought that

he was deranged. Ipaid no attention to what ho
told me. He continued, however, to call about
every two weeks and ask what progress Iwa»
making.

"Then he asked me to bring suit against a band
of Auetralian land twindlers. He declared he had
been defrauded out of $35,000. Ipaid no attention

to this, either.
"He asked me to recover $15,000 out of which ha

said he waa swindled by a man introduced to him
by a prominent actress. Itold him that although

he had been wronged he had no legal redress.
"During the last year he was rarely In a normal

condition of mind. He would come to my office,

complaining that all sorts of people were conspir-

ing against him. One story was that the theatrical
managers of New York were conspiring to ruin
him. Another was that the ghost of Hamlet was
following him about the streets. He talked con-
tinually about committing suicide.

"The last time Inaw him was a few weeks ago,

when he telephoned me to come to his hotel and
draw up his will. Iwent to his hotel, but learned
he was at the Lambs Club. Ifound him In such
a condition that Iknew his mind was gone. He

talked continually about committing suicide. Idid
not draw his will.

"During the trial of Raymond Hitchcock he called
on me frequently, and Insisted that he knew every-
thing about Hitchcock, Ipaid no attention to him,

as Iregarded him as a. harmless lunatic When
he called on me he usually held his hands up to
his head and would continually keep running his
fingers through hia head. All of bis actions were
to me irrational."

Mrs. Henry C. Warner, wife of Henry C Warner,

a son of the suicide, did not think that Mr.

Warner was swindled out of any money by the
lawyer. He was suffering from acute melancholia
and had various delusions, she sai-*.

Funeral services will be held to-day at the Little
Church Around the Corner at U o'clock.

Reduced Pressure Between 34th and 113 th
Streets for Twenty-four Hours.

When tbe 36-incb service water main at 101st
street snd Broadway is cut off to-morrow morning
for a period of about twenty-four hours to make
nef*ssary alterations the water pressure will be
considerably reduced, but nothing so serious as
a drouth in the affected district Is expected by the
Tiepariment of Water Supply, Gas and Electricity.

L M. De Varona, chief engineer of the depart-

ment, said yesterday that the reduced pressure is
not lik*lyto cauße very noticeable irn-unvenience
to either hotels or householders. He said:

"The necessary changes will take about twenty-
four, or at the most thirty-sli, hours, and fall
pressure will be restored by Monday morning at
