TABLET TO LINCOLN.

Woman's Republican Clnb Unveils One at
Cooper Union.

On tha platform from which President Lincoln
made his famous epeech in the large hall at Cooper
Union, in 1860, the Woman's Republican Club un-
veiled yesterday- afternoon a tablet in his memory.
There were appropriate exercises. The presenta-
tion of the tablet was acknowledged with thanks
in a speech by the Rev. C. R. Richards.

The. tablet Is of white marble flanked by two
lonic pilasters, with 'massive bases and capitals, on
a background of black marble. Lettered in gold
upon the tablet are these words:

Let us have faith that right makes might, and In
that faith let us to the end dare to do our duty as
we understand It.

—
Abraham Lincoln.

On a metal plate below Is engraved the dedica-
tory Inscription:

This tablet is presented by the Woman's Repub-
lican Club of New York to Cooper Union, February
12. 1809. Breeted on the centennial of the birth
of Abraham Lincoln, first Republican President of
the United Sstat«s. on the platform where he made
him famous speech. of which the above is part.
February 27, IS6O.

The tablet was designed by Charles R. Lamb
and executed In the studios of the Messrs. Lamb
at the request of Mrs. William Cumrnlng Stoiy,
president of the Woman's Republican Club.
