spectability and gocd repute around those who
celiberately engage in practices in violation of
ljaw and follow pursuits which are subversive of
decency and good morais

The defendant was engaged In the publication
of a newspaper not merely for the dissemination
of news, but with tne additional purpose of up-
helding 2 high siandard of public decency and
morals in the community, and it was not merely
#ts right. but its duty, in connection with a public
&nd official proceeding of the kind in question, to
publish truthfully so much of the facts as with
decency it couid publish, so that even if the
machinery of the criminal law proved inadequate
to reach malefactors of this class, who traffic for
gain in human life and heaith and seek to pro-
mote iinmorai practices, they might be held up to
public scorn and contempt.

While newspapers should be held to strict and
severe accountability for unjustifiable and un-
truthful assauits upon private character, or upon
business standing and cradit, they deserve not
puniskment and rebuke but public approval and
commendation where, as in this instance, they
truthfully, and in strict eonformity to the facts
cail public aitention to those who are zaged in
;v:::rmus practices, injurious 1o the public wel-

TRINITY CHAPELS.

Dr. Jokn P. Peters Also _Advises
That Great Endowment Be Divided.

Trinity should endow ali its chapels and set them
free. to manage their own affairs as independent
churches, according to the Rev. Dr. John P. Peters,
rector of St. Michael's Church, at %th street and
Amsterdam avenue.

Dr. Peters sald yesterday to a Tribune reporter
that he believed Trinity ought &0 to apportion its
endowment that ail the chapels, including St.
John's, in Varick street, would have share, gov-
erned by conditlons that would prevent improper
use of lands or funds. and yet not so large as to
support the chapels without work on their part to
collect the necessary running expenses

“What all of Trinity's parish chapels need
some incentive to strike out and work on their own
account,” said Dr. Peters. “If St. Michael's, fo
instance, had been a chapel of Trinit:- it would
never have been the mother of St. Andrew's Church,
at Fifth avenue and 127th street, and others. It Is
the independent churches that have done the great
spiritual work in this city. Churches like St. Bar-
tholomew’s, St. Thomas's and St. George's could
not have done the great amount of useful service in
New York which now lies to their credlt.

“Jf Trinity's funds had, been used from the be-
ginning, and especially uring the last hundred
vears, as originally intended, the endowment would
not have caused so many persons to become a dead
weight upon Trinity’s resourc es—the support neces-
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that would be worshipping in these bulldings and
not from the fund that should be available to all

“While Trinity may cater to one particular branch
of work, St. Paul's could cater to arother, just as
it is doing at present. I believe that Dr. Greer has
made a special point of getting the stenographers
out to services at St. Paul's—which might be called
St. Enographers’—bput it is doubtful whether they
would support St. Paul's. This church will always
be in 8 unique position as an historic relic, and it
might be maintained as a Trinity chapel—but this
is the only one, I think.

“St. John's could most ceriainly succeed as an
independent chapel. It does not take wealthy men
1o be competent vestrymen Poor people may just
as wisely and honestly administer the affairs of a
church. There is no reason why Trinity shoula
fear to trust a part of her endowment to St. John's
to be used for assistance, aside from actual run-
ning expenses.”
