City “Fed” Committec Explains

Why Onc Is Needed.

What many women believe to be a long step tow-
ard the establishment of a separate court for
women was taken yesterday, when a delegation led-
kv Mrs. Gabrielie Stewart Mulliner, chalrman of
the legisiative committee of the New York State
Federation of Women's Clubs, had & chance to
explain the need for one to the Page Commission,
appointed by Governor Hughes to inquire into the
Joeal inferfor courts. The hearing was held at City
Hail.

““I'he city should eerct a mew courthouse, with
@etention rooms and a prison, to which all women
arrested shouid be taken,” said Mrs. Mulliner.
“The officers should be women, and where the pris-
oner is arrested for disorderiy oconduct there should
be a physical examinstion by 8 woman physician.”

Mre. Mulliner said she thoughi the present sys-
temn of dealing with prostitute women very inef-
fective. In answer to guestions by Julius M.
Mever, attorney for the commission, she declared
that she had known women discharged from the
night court to leave to keep appointments with
men made right there in the court; that women
fined and released would be brought up frequently
in the day court a few hours later for a similar
offence.

“Women convicted of the social evil,”™ she said,
““must be regarded in one of two ways. Efther
they are criminals—in which case they should be
put where they cannot depredate—or they are pur-
suing work they mus: do to earn their living.”

“¥ou belicve the present method of dealing with
thera a mere makeshift?” suggested Assemblyman
James A. Frauncis.

“I do,” said Mrs. Mulliner. She added that many
women on the sireet were 1here because they had
no chance ir the world—had been brought up to
@o nothing; and she believed that, in connection
with & woman's court, there should be a plan for
teaching & useful trade to every wWoman sentenced
for & leng enough time 10 admit of it.

“No woman prostitute,” she said at another
point In the proceedings, “should be allowed ball
til! she comes before the judge.”

“Why, that is putting the offence on a par with
homicide,” =aid (hairman Alfred R. Page.

“Tt is worse than homicide,” said Mrs. Mulliner.
**81il], though a woman criminal should be treated
as a criminal, primarily she is 2 woman. I don’t
want to taik sentiment, but the ohject of the law
i= to uplift, and I belleve that object can best be
attained in the case of women by segregating them
i» a court of their own, by letting them feel that
the law has that much consideration for them,
and sparing them the degradation of coming into
a general court. This is especially tmportant in
the cases of minor offences and of young girls. A
woman arrested for drunkenness—perhaps her first
offence—could in a building such as 1 have de-
gcribed, in a clean cell. in charge of women offi-
oers, he sobered up and put Into condition to re-
turn t> her home.

““This whole thing seems to me a gquestion not of
sentiment. but of expediency. The city must bear
the expense of caring for women offenders. It
would cost no more to segregate them. Of course,
the woman's court would deal! only with the so-
called minor offences. Women accused of felonies
wwould He tried in a higher court. Domestic rela-
tions cases should be tried in civil courts. Non-
support on the part of a husband is a breach of
contract, and should be treated as such.”

Miss Alice C. Emith, head probation officer of New
York City, smaid she believed a woman's court
would he “a long step towsrd progress.”

“Women prisoners then,” she said, *“could be
given decent and humane treatment, impossible un-
der the present svetem. 1 beiieva tha people in
charge of the places of detention now do their bast,
but our prisons are poor excuses for housing peo-
ple. In the night court T feel that we have gone
back a step. Old offenders and girls are brought
together. and the older women will advise the girls,
“Par your fine and go out ags=in * The eourts are
not conducted with dignity. The rooms are too
emall. Prisoners must stand In line till they are
exhausted. Sending prisoners to the workhouss is
Jargely a farce, because there is no co-operation
between the magistrates and the workhouse ™

Mrs. Rose W. Chapman, national superintendent
of the purity department of the Woman's Christian
Temperance T'nion, put the question of 2 woman's
court on grounds of nationzal expediency.

It is difficult.” she said, "“to persuade a woman
who hes started on the downward path that she
ean reform and lNve a right life, or that other peo-
ple believe ghe can. To give her a woman's court—
protect her from the necessity of appearing in a
room crowded with men--would, T think, make her
feel that the law was ready to give her a helping

Mra Cornelia K. Hood, formerly eonnected with
the Legal Aid Boclety in Brooklyn, testified that
eonditione in some New York courts, among others
the Jjoferson Market court, were “‘a shame and &
disgrace”—wholly inadequata to the accommoda-
tion of prisoners. 1 have seen women packed o
cinge together in the pen™ she said, “that there
wasn't room for them to sit down. Then some of
mir magistrates, machine appointed politicians,
have no feeling for women, and no honor. In a case
between a wife and a cruel or a delinquent hus-
bhand the magistrate's very contempt for women
makes it impossible for him to be just to the
wife ™

.

Women Coy and Uncertain at the Polls, Mrs.

Philip Lydig's Guests Hear.

The Equal - Franchiss League heard yesterday
afternoon that women at the polls were as “un-
certain, coy and hard to please” as they are re-
puted to be in the other relations of life. The
leaguers were having 2 meeting at the home of
Mrs. Philip Lydig, No. 38 East 524 street, and the
Rev. Anna Garlin Spencer was explaining to them
wh_\; other people didn’t want them to vote.

“Politicians object to the extension of the fran-
chise to women,” said Mrs. Spencer, ‘“bacause no
one can ever tell how they are going to vote. In
short, their votes cannot be delivered. Wherever t)?ey
vote they have evinced an indomitable determination
to 'scru.tch.‘ Hence they have introduced delight-
ful and salutary uncertainty into politica. You
may count upon their not voting—as our friends
the enemy have admitted—for saloonkeepers oOr
drunkards or any man who {= allied for profit with
the social evil—but you can't tell who they will
vote for: and, whether they always vote wisely or
not, this is a distinct and valuable contribution
that women have mada to politics.”

“Y suppose you den't expect the millennium when
women vote' sald Miss Mary Garrett Hay, when
the time came for questions. “Il don’t, and T am
not asking for a vote for that reason. Miss Anthony
used to say that women ought to have votes, even
i¢ it made things worse, simply as a matter of
justice.”

“That i& a gond basic principle.” answered Mrs.
Spencer, “but utility makes a stronger appeal to
most people than abstract justice. Few deny the
justice of giving women an equal voica with men
in the direction of public affairs, but they don't
sea the use of it.” .

Before the meeting adjourned Mrs. Gabrielie
Stewart Mulliner came in from the hearing on
the proposed woman's court befora the Page
commission. and st Mrs. Lydig's request told the
andience about tha triumph which she believes tha
women have scored.

That the TUnited States Treasurer, Charies H
Treat, was 4oing between 11 o'clock and 1145 ves-
terday morning has not been made public, but the
members of the Woman's Forum have reached a
conclusion that matters much more weighty than
the national finances were occupying his mind
WWhen Mr. Treat, who was to have addressed the
Forum, at No. 17 West 4th street, and had par-
ticularly asked that he might ba allowed to come
early, did not appear, the president, Miss Helen
Varick Boswell, said she supposed he couldn’t
make up his mind what to wear. He had tele.
phoned her in great agitation the night before, she
said, to know what sort of a toilet he was expected
to make, and she had told him that, as he had to
take a train at 1 o'clock, they would let him come
in a business suit. PBut, apparently, he was stiil
*“agitated.” The minutes fled and still no United
States Treasurer. The Forum telephoned wildly
around town, hut ha was not to be located, and
they had just given him up when, at 11:45, ha ap-
peared quite irreproachably garbed in a black cut-
away coat, dark grey invisibly striped trousers, a
white vest with black dots and a grey four-in-hand
scarf.

Rishops and ministers of the Protestant Fpis-
copal Church throughout the country, and es-
pecially in Na2w York City, are beglnning to
take a serfous view of what some of them term
“the growing disregard of observance ot the
Lenten season.” Pastors of some of the
churchas in this city intend making earnest ap-
peals to their congregations for a stricter ob-
servance of the season, and will in some in-
stances, at least, appeal to them to give up
many of the smaller entartainments and amuse-
ments which they know have been planned
for it.

Ash Wednesday comes this year on the 24th
of this month. It will be marked by the usual
numbar of services in the various churches, and
from then until Easter there wiil be daily ser-
vices in most of the churches and chapels.

Said one New York minister: *“I intend mak-
ing every effort to gat the members of my con-
gregation to realize that the Lenten season is
one for prayer and fasting, not one for amuse-
ments and frivolitles. I think it high time for
Protzstant Episcopalians to realize that this
season should be observed with all the solemnity
|a.nd earnestness that it was some fifty vears
ago. In my opinion—and I belieave it is the
opinion of the great majority of tha ministers
of our Church in this diocase—we are drifting
far afield from old customs. To-day many of
the younger members of the Church hardly
know when Ash Wednesday comes."”

Several days ago four ministers met and dis-
cussed possible means of arousing thelr congre-
gations to a stricter observance of Lent, and
it is possible that they may appeal to Bishop
Greer to help them in thair efforts.

SAGE ENDOWMENT FUND.

Bible Society Making Every Effort
to Secure It.

The American Bibla Society is bending every ef-
fort to take sdvantage of Mrs. Russell Sage's offer
and secure a permanent endowment fund of
$1,000,000. Mrs. Bage offers to give cne-half of this
sum if the society is able to secure from others the
other half.

The offer was first made with the condition that
it must be accepted at tha end of 1808. The soclety
was unable to secura promises of half a million
dollars by that time, and the offer was extended for
one year.

It is now announced by the soclety that up to the
present time it has secured gifts and promlises ag-
gregating $127,208, which leaves a balance of $372,792
to be secured during this year. In view of the fact
that the amount already secured was the result o?
about three monthe’ effort, the soclety’s officials en-
tertain the hope that they will be able to meet Mrs
Sage's conditious this year.

Effort is now being madas through all tha &o-
clety's agencies to secura popular subscriptions for
the endowment fund. Its life members are being
appealed to, auxiliary societies are being asked to
rales specific sums, and it is also hoped to secura
$200,000 of the total in gifts of $1,000 and more. On
gift of $25000 has been announced. Agencies of tha
society in Atlanta. Chicago, Richmond, Va.: Den-
ver, San Franciseo, Dallas, Tex., and New York
Clity are centres of the momney ralsing activity.

ninth eouncil of the Alliance of Reformed Churches
holding the Presbyterian system, to be held in
New York during the ten days beginning June 15
The allianca is a federation of the denominations
using the Presbyterian systam of church goverr
ment and It embraces bstween aighty and one hun-
dred religious bodies all over the world. Its cour-
cils are hald alternately In Europe and America,
tha eizhth council having been hald in Liverpool,
England, in 1%4

In the New York gathering in Juna wiil ba repre
mentatives not only from American bodies but alsa
from denominations of Great Britain and Ireland,
the Continent of Europe, Auestralia and Asia, so
that saveral hundred leaders will ba In attendance
Guring the tan days Tha John Calvin anniversary
will be especially observed by tha council for the
larger part of three days, aceording to tha pro-
gramme, being given over to a discussion of (Cal
vin's life, work and docfrines.

The programme has bean prepared by a com
mittea of what is known as the Western section
of the alllance, that is, the American section, and
it was approved by the section a few dayvs ago.
Speakers have not yet been announcad, but toples
for all the sessions have baen decided upon

These include “Preparation for the Ministry

logical Questions,” “Apologetic Froblems, ineclud-

The primary course is a topical one, using Script-
ural texts and passages for filustration. The
junior course is not unlike the present interna-
tional lessons. It is to be so planned that in four
years (ages six to ten) the children will receive a
general survey of the whole Bible.

It is said that all over the country the Sunday
schoois are rapidly being graded, and that these
new international lessons will receive a very gen-
eral acceptance,

NO TRINITY STATEMENT.

Corporation Officials Will Talk No
More Until After Hearing.

No statement of any sort wiil be forthcoming
from Trinity Corporation in regard to their difficul-
ties with St. John's Chapel, in Varick street, until
after the hearing on March 1, when Wwilllam H.
Hamiiton and Judge Charles H. Beckett, counsel
for St. John's, will endeavor to prove to the Su-
preme Court that the present temporary {njunction
should be made permanent. y

Counsel for Trinity, Flamen B. Candler and
Colonel Willlam Jay, clerk of the vestry, have de-
ecided, It is understood, that any sort of state-
ment in regard to the case while the injunction
restrains them from interfering with St. John's
might be construed by the court into an indirect
violation of the terms of the Injunction, since it
might influence public opinion.

Meanwhila Trinity is spending at the rate of
$30,000 a year to support St. John's for one month
more than was intended. Two Trinity charter re-
voking bills are in the Legislature now, and it is
sald that if the Injunction had been returned at
the time set, the bills would not have been intro-
duced. This is from Trinity’s point of view,
