Instead, the affairs of the company will be ad-

ministered by Nelson B. Hadley, chief Examiner
of the State Insurance .Department, pending th*
litigation over the reinsurance of Washington Life
policies in the r;tt=burg Life and Trust Company
and the removal of the He**" York company to that
city. This plan -was agreed to on Monday at con-
ferences held at Albany between Superintendent

Hotchkiss of th© State Insurance Department,

William Hepburn Russell, a policy-holder who
brought the action for the- appointment of two

receivers; Richard BKllngs. a former director of

the Washington Life, who holds a *50.000 policy
*\u25a0 the company: Guy B. Van Amringe. son of
Dean Van Amringe, of Columbia University, end
about twenty more policyholders.

The MR for the appointment of receivers came
•up yesterday before Justice Erlanger. in the Su-
preme Court. The settlement of the question wa*s
adjourned until to-day. Superintendent Hotchkiss
was present in court- He agreed to the adjourn-

ment wita Mr. Russell and Henry A. Rubino, at-

torney for the two insurance companies.
Superintendent Hotchkiss expressed himself yes- |

terfiay la favor of a law for the Insurance De-
partment similar to the one under which the State
Banking Department is authorized to take charge

of banks that show weakness. At an early date
he will appeal to the Legislature for the enactment

of trueha. law.
•It Is much more important," said Mr.Hotchkiss,

"that there should be such a law for the Insur-
ance Department than for the Banking Depart-

ment. In the case of a bank in trouble, the loss

is immediate, but in the COM of an insurance com-
pany, such as the Washington Life, which has
over thirty thousand pclicyholders arid over one
hundred thousand persons vitally interested In

what happens, a receivership can do many times

tie damage it can to a bank."
Inspeaking of the agreement on the Washington

Life controversy. Mr. Hotchkiss said:
."It seems that there Is only one point involved in

the litigation. Either the assets of tha "Washington

Life belong to that company or they belong to the
Pittsburg Life and Trust Company' by virtue of its
having bought them With that in view, Icould
not see why the company should be compelled to

pass through the perils of receivership until the

courts had decided bo simple a question."
