BACK TO WOMANLESS SUFFRAGE.
To the Editor of The Tribune.

Sir: While there has been considerable discussion
of late as to why woman should or should not
have the right of equal suffrage. Ihave tseen little
attention paid to the actual recent developments in

this connection in various parts of the country. It
may be of interest to those who clamor for the

ballot a« a means of obtaining their "rights," what-
ever that may mean, to learn that in the state of
Georgia, a part of the country particularly famed
for chivalrous treatment of women on the part of
men. official authority has decided that tho married
woman's place is at home. As a result of this
decision no more married women applicants will
be examined for Civil Service places in postofflces.

1he point Is of interest a3 a commentary on the
arguments of those opposed to equal suffrage,
which In their last analysis hold that woman's
attitude In this matter must In the end come as a
result of the choice between the ballot and what it
means, on the one side, and the home, with all Its
opportunities, on the other. It seems rather fruit-
less to assert that the full exercise of the franchise
on the part of women would not-to a degree de-
prive the home of her presence. Even the women
\u25a0who are going to Albany on a political errand—
that la, to make a plea for equal suffrage— can
hardly deny this, nor, Isuppose, that the granting

of the equal franchise would greatly increase the
necessity for such activities. Imention this not in

Itself as an argument for or against equal suffrage,

bat as relating to that phase of the question which
has to do with the choice between the ballot and
the home.

Within the present month. Imar add, the state
of. Nebraska has killed a constitutional amendment
providing for woman suffrage. In state and munic-
ipal elections. Very recently, too, the legislatures
of Kansas. Oklahoma and South Dakota have taken
similar action. '"FACTS."

Deplores Tendency of Bosses to In-

fluence Appointments.
Syracuse, Feb. 27.—Edward M. Shepard, of New

York, \u25a0was the orator and guest of honor at the

dinner of Comstock Chapter Phi Delta Phi this
evening. Judge Frank H. Hlscock, of the Court of
Appeal?, was toastmaster. Many justices of the
Supreme Court and eminent members of the bar

were present.
Mr. Shepard's subject was "The Bench and the

Par" He paid high tribute to the bench for de-
cisions during the last few years in litigation con-
cerning !-glslatlro enactments for the control of
corporations. He believed the Appellate courts

were entitled to gjeat praise and had won the con-
fidence of the people. He deplored the tendency

of political leaders or bosses tc Influence appoint-

ments in receivership cases" and said that ex-
cept for the offence in the exercise of patr°na e
a New Tork Justice had given a powerful politi-

cian perhaps Theodore Roosevelt would not have
been elected Governor of this state in 1898.

Mr. Shepard regretted the lack of confidence In
rftate Judges great interests had shown in receiv-
ership matters, stat'ng that corporations in trouble
preferred federal coirt receivers. He referred at
length to the receivers for banks appointed during

the panic of 1907, and believed the statute givingthe
Attorney General power to bring receivership ac-
tions In any county of the state, enabling him to

pick the Justice, unsuitable.

France and th» world recognized in him
the most fan«i(fhted and the foremost leader in all
th« (Treat movements that make for the grandeur
Ofour <"ountry. the peace of nations and the better-
ment of mankind. No man ever sat In the <halr of
the Presidents who no wpII understood the Just and
true Interests of the masses.

Th« achievements of the Roosevelt administra-
tion: The extension of the Civil Service; the en-
forcement of the anti-trust law; the prosecution forthe violation of the laws against rebates: the
measures taken for ths» protection of our natural
'resources, and th* vitalization of the moral stand-
ards of th» ratirn—all these have one and the same
end i' view; th&t as we grow greater in wealth and
pow*r and influence among nations, the opportuni-
V*for the advancement of the individual American
;citizen snail not b* lessened, but shall remain se-
cuj-p for him and his posterity, as c>signe.l by the
founders of cur democratic system of government.

Kings Special Committee Takes
Stand on Primary Legislation.

The Kings County Republican Committee's spe-

cial committee appointed to draft a bill for direct
primary nominations, which has had the bill of the
Brooklyn Young Republican Club under considera-
tion since February 10. at a meeting yesterday after-

neon decided upon issuing the followingstatement:

There is no conflict between Mr. Woodruff and
this committee. We recognize Mr.Woodruff as the
leader in the state and the leader of party affairs
In Kings County. We have been ordered by the
executive committee of our county committee to
prepare a direct mandatory primary bill which
would embody features of direct primary and still
preserve party organization, and we are of the
opinion that the same can be accomplished.

While -SForkins on such a bill we have held con-
ferences with a committee of the Young Republi-
can Club, and we believed we had come to a com-
mon understanding as to a number of its important
features.

The committee of the Young Republican Club has
submitted to us a bill which has embodied some of
these features, and also an alternative plan In
which these features were eliminated.

We have been informed that the bill Is now being
redrawn, and we are awaiting a copy of the
same, and on its receipt the committee will con-
tinue its labors and make fts report to the ex-
ecutive committee.

The committee of the Young Republican Club
which drafted the bill, the salient features of which
have been printed in Th« Tribune, after getting
formal notice of the adoption of this attitude, will
issue a statement on Its position. The statement
of yesterday informs the Young Republican com-
mittee for "the first time of the attitude of the
Kings organization toward the bill.

The. committee features— manner of enrol-
ment and the portion of the bill providing first
place for committee nominations— said to be
the only phases of the bill on which the two com-
mittees have agreed.

Generals Recall Civil War Memories
at Second Annual Reunion.

Four sraduatee of the Class of 61 at West

Point cat down to their second annual class re-

union last night in the Nlmrod rooms at the Hotel

Astor. Three were generals and one a colonel In

the Civil "sTar or soon after. Allof them e>-e be-
tween seventy and seventy-two years of age.

L«ast year there were nix survivors at the din-

ner. This year on!y four out of a total of twelve

known to be living could come to New York on

the anniversary. Theie were General J. W. Bar-
low, of New London. Conn.; Genera! J. F. Kent,

from the WatervHet Arsenal; General A.R. Buff-
lngton. of Madison. N. J.. and Colonel E. B. Beau-
mont, of Wilkes-Barre, Perm. Those who could
not come, but had been expected, were General A.
Ames, of Lowell. Mass.. and General H. C. Has-

brouck. of Xewburgh.

All of the diners are veterans cf many battles

in the Civil "War and of numerous Indian fights

afterward. All were retired from active service

more than six years ago.

"Ours was the first class to take th« oath of

"allegiance to the United States government."
said General Barlow, after their dinner. Tfce old

soldiers had drunk a silent toast to their absent
comrades, and were sitting together fighting their
schoolboy and manhood battles over again.

"Not long before Sumter wan fired upon," con-
tinued General Barlow, "our class, forty-five men.
was called to take that oath. It was a solemn

event. Afterward fl\e of our number resigned and

went to their homes in the Southern States. Still

later six more went to the Confederacy. One of

these was General T. M. Rosser.
"Our class get up a petition asking the Secre-

tary of War to secure our graduation at once to

enable us to serve the country from the beginning

of the war. On May 6 we left the academy, and
forty-five of us started for Washington to serve
as drill masters.

"It was our first battle," said Colonel Beaumont.
"They made it hard for us to Join that war."

"So they did." said General Barlow, and all the

nturdy, white haired warriors laughed at the recol-

lection. "The Mayor of Jersey City saw us going

through his town and sent word to the Mayor of
Philadelphia that we were a lot of Confederates

who had been buying arms in New York. ell,

we had our swords and a musket or two, perhaps,

and when we got off the train at Philadelphia

there were two cops for each cadet, and we were

marched off to prison In old Independence Hall.

Next day the Mayor gave us a dinner at the Conti-

nental Hotel and the freedom of the city.

"We went to Washington on duty without fur-
lough or graduating exercises, and we didn't get

our diplomas tilllater."

General Kent was wounded four times in the

Civil War. He was in command of the First Di-

vision of Shatter's army at the battle of Santiago

and ordered the charge of the Rough Riders. Colo-

nel Beaumont was a celebrated Indian fighter after

the war and commanded Fort Bowie when General

Lawton took Geronlmo there after lite capture.

Other survivors of the class are Senator Dv Font,

of Delaware; Major Wright Reeves, of Washing-

ton; General J. B. Rawles, of San Francisco; Gen-

eral John I.Rogers, of Brooklyn; Captain Charles
C. Gibson, of Philadelphia, and General Thomas

M. Rosser. of the Confederate army.

A poem by General Barlow recalling the names of

all the members of the class was read, and also a

letter from Clarence G. Owens, commander of the

Army of the Tennessee, Sons of Confederate "V et-

erani, speaking of a book he had written in which
the photograph of John Pelham. a member of 'bl,

Is reproduced.

Washington. Feb. 27.—The Senate passed the

rivers and harbors bill,carrying a total appropria-
tion of approximately |5,700.000, to-day, and then de-
voted the remainder of the session to pronouncing
eulogies on deceased members.

The attitude of the,
Senate Is that water power belongs to the several
states, and. moreover, thit there is general an-
tagonism to the policy of compelling the leasing- of
such power for "inadequate compensation" and for
specific periods.
